Naxgivan Muxtar Respublikasinin srazisi xalgimiza mox-
sus maddi-madaniyyet ntimunslari ve abidalarle zengindir.
Bels abidalarden biri de Qarabaglar Tiirba Kompleksidir.

Kangorli rayonunun Qarabaglar kendinda yerlagan vo XII-
XIV asrlars aid edilan kompleksdoan dovriimiizedak qosa minarsli
bagtag ve tiirba golib catmigdir. Azerbaycan xatiro memarliginin
mutoraqqi enenelarini yasadan bu abide memarhq qurulusuna
vo oxgar cohatlarine gore Ocami Naxgivani memarlhiq maktabinin
davami, memar ohmoad Nax¢ivani yaradiciliginin niimunasidir.

Tarbs kompleksi gostarir ki, Qarabaglar orta asrlords
Azoarbaycanin inkisaf etmis madaniyyat markazlarinden vo
boytik gaharlarindeon biri olmusdur. Diinya shamiyyatli
abide olan Qarabaglar Tiirbe Kompleksinin barpasini ve
abidanin tadqiqini nazars alaraq, Nax¢ivan Muxtar Respub-
likas1 Konstitusiyasinin 5-ci maddasinin II hissasinin 22-ci
bandini rehbar tutaraq garara aliram:

1. Naxgivan Muxtar Respublikasinin Dovlst Seharsalma
vo Arxitektura Komitasi Azarbaycan Milli Elmlar Akademi-
yasinin Naxgivan Bolmasi ile birlikde Qarabaglar Tiirbe
Kompleksinda barpa iglorinin elmi ve tarixi asaslarla aparil-
masini tamin etsin.

2. Azarbaycan Milli Elmlar Akademiyasinin Naxc¢ivan
Bolmesi “Qarabaglar Tiirbe Kompleksi” tadgiqat qrupu
yaratsin.

“Qarabaglar” soziiniin etimologiyas1 hagqinda. Res-
publikamizin arazisinds “Qarabag” séztinden yaranmis Qa-
rabag, Qarabak, Qarabaglar adli cografi adlar, yasayis maos-
konlari — kendler movcuddur. Tadqgigatgilar bu sozun eti-
mologiyasini miixtalif yonden izah edir, Qarabak adinin
gara (boytiik) ve bak (gadim tiirk dillerinds “el”, “tayfa”,
“soy”) sozlarindan ibarat oldugunu bildirirlar. “Qarabag”in
tiirk sozii olmas1 todgiqatcgilarin aksariyyeti tersfinden
tosdiq edilir. Prof. V.Piriyev “Qarabag”daki “qara ve “bag”
anlayislarinin Azarbaycan diline maxsusluguna diqqat
cokerak, qara (sifet) vo bag (isim) ifadalarinin birlegerak
miirokkeb torkibli Qarabag yer adini yaratmasini vurgulayib
(18, s. 92). Miuallifin sozlerine gora, Azarbaycan dilinds,
homgcinin diger tiirk dillarinde “gara”nin rengden basqa
“six”, “qalin”, “boyiik”, “tiind” ve basqa menalar1 da var.
Bu baximdan “Qarabag” termini “qara bag”, yeni “boyuk
bag”, “six bag”, “qalin bag”, “sefali bag” ve s. manalarini da
ifada edir.

Moalum oldugu kimi, gadim kengear-pegeneqlorin torki-
binds qarabag adli tayfa olmusdu. Peceneqlsr hale eramizin
avvallarinden Azarbaycanda yasamiglar (1, s. 18).

Kongorlilor Nax¢ivanin kokli sakinlari ve an godim
tayfalarindan biridir. V.Q.Qrigoryevin yazdigina gors, “INax-
¢ivanin ictimai-siyasi hayatinda mithiim rol oynayan ken-
gorlilor XIX asrin 30-cu illarinda: Yurtcu, Gimuslu, Xalxalls,
Qaraxanboyli, Agabayli, Cigatayli, Qaracaly, Billici, Qaratulagl,
Gecalor, Sarvanlar, Sahbanli, 9lixanli, Drovanli, Salayg;,
Q1zilli, Pirxaxanli, Qizil Qislagl, Kalfirli, Qarabaglar kimi
20 tayfadan ibarat olmus” (23, s. 32), “Sofulu ve Qaradolaq

tayfalari ile birlikds 120 tiraye boliinmiisdiir”. Kengorlilarin
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bu tayfa va tiralari Nax¢ivan gohari ve onun otraf kendleri,
eloce da Azarbaycanin digar zonalarina yayilmisdir. Belos ki,
tayfanin Yurtcu tiresi Yurtcu ve Coahrids, Gumusglu tirasi
Xok vo Sahtaxtida, Xalxalli tiresi Vayxirda, Agabayli, Cigasayl,
Qaracali, Billici, Qaratulagi, Gecalar, Sarvanlar, Sahbanli,
Ilixanl tiralari Nax¢ivan gehoerinds, 9rovanli Karimbayli
Dizasindsa, Salayc¢i tirasi Nahacir, Kiiltis, Mahmudoba, Qizilli
tirasi Kiltepado, Pirxaxanl tiresi Qahabda, Qizil Qislagh
tirasi Bulganda, Kalfirli tirasi Tiirkes va Salastizds, Qarabaglar
tirasi ise Qarabaglarda maskunlagmigdir (23, s. 32).

X asr muallifi Konstantin Bagryanorod Cenub-5arqi Av-
ropa ¢ollorinds yasayan peceneqlorin bir tayfasinin Qarabay
adlandigini yazmigdir (22, s. 237). Turkologlar mtisyyen et-
mislar ki, gadim peceneqlarin dilindaki “y” sasi basqa tiirk
dillorinds “q” sasini avez edirdi (23, s. 32). Ona gors do
Qarabay etnonimi “Qarabag” kimi oxunmalidir.

Qarabag va Qarabaglar toponimin yayilma areali ¢ox
genisdir. Respublikamizda bir negoe oykonim ve boyuk bir
arazi bu ad1 dasiyir. B.Budaqov ve Q.Qeybullayevin yazdig-
larina gors, hala 1590-c1 ilde Ravan ayaletinin Vedi va
Agcaqala nahiyslarinds Asagi Qarabaglar, Yuxar: Qarabaglar,
1728-ci ilds Iravan oyalatinin Maku nahiyesinds Qarabag,
1828-1832-ci illorda Iravan xanlig1 ve Vedi rayonunda Qara-
baglar, elaca da XIX asrda Conubi Qafgazda Qarabaglar adli
5 kand var imis (6, s. 137, 178-179, 281). XVIII asrds Qarabag
xan1 Ponahali xan Nax¢ivandan kengarlilarin Qarabaglar ti-
rosindaon ailalari Qarabaga kocltirmiis, orada Pirhasanli,
1z1ll1 ve Xoruzlu gollarina ayrilan bu tayfanin tiralari Quba,
Davagi, Goycay va digar arazilara do yayilmisdir.

Belslikls, Qarabaglar adi Kongerli tayfa birlasmalarine
moaxsus ad olub, “kengsrlilorin boyuk bir bolumu”, “ken-
gorlilorin gticli, qudrstli bir hissesi” menasinda islanir ve
bu fikri yerli faktlar da tesdiglayir. Bels ki, Qarabaglar kendi




vo onun atrafi tarixon Koangoarli zonasi, bu arazides yerlagon
kondlor ise Kongorli kandlari adlanir. Ciinki Xok mahalinda
yasayanlarin eksoriyyeti azerbaycanli, boytik hissasi ise Ken-
gorli tayfalarina mansub olub ve tayfanin Qarabaglar qolu
eyniadli kendds maskunlagib (23, s. 32). Demali, Qarabaglar
kondinin adi Qarabag tayfasinin adindan yaranmigdir. Ona
oora do Qarabaglar godim tiirk mangali pegeneqlorin Qarabag
tayfasinin adini oks etdirir (5, s. 81).

Tarixi manbalar Qarabaglar kandi haqqinda. Kangorli
rayonunun Qarabaglar kendi Azarbaycanin an godim yasayis
moaskonlarindan biridir. Kendin simal-gserginds Qalaciq ad-
lanan arazida e. a. Il minilliys va I minilliyin svvellarines aid
yasayis yeri (sahasi toqriben 40 ha) askar edilmisdir (2, s.
48). Burada tunc bazak asyalari, boyali gab giriglary, iri gaya
parcalarindan tikilmis dordkiinc ve oval gakilli bina galiglar
tapilmisdir. Qarabaglardaki gadim goabiristanda at vo qog¢
formali gebirtistii abidalar askar edilmisdir. Qarabaglar
kondi an gadim yasayis maskanlarinden biri olmagla, tarixi-
mizin orta asrler dovriinds Azasrbaycanin gedim sohsrlarindon
birine cevrilmisdir.

Bozi menbalara gors sehoarin asasi XII asrde qoyulmusdur
(16, s.42). Bu ve sonraki dovrds sohar Azarbaycanin muhum
ictimai-igtisadi, siyasi markeazlarindean biri olmusdur. Onun
Yaxin Sorq Olkalari ils Avropani birlasdiren muhtim karvan
yollarimin tizerinds yerlasmasi sayasindp burada senatkarliq,
ticarat, igtisadi hayat xeyli toeraqqi edib. Burada olan mohtasom
memarliq abidsleri — turbs ve minarslor XII-XIV asrlarda
Qarabaglarin boytik sehar oldugunu siibut edir. Qarabaglarin
sohar kimi formalasmasi vo inkisaf dovri ise Hiilakiilar
dovleti dovrunds olmusdur. Qarabaglar sahari XVI asrds
dagintilara meruz qalsa da, sehar bolge markezi kimi
statusunu itirmemisdir. Lakin bununla bels sshorin aksar
hissesi xarabaliglardan ibarat idi. Birinci Osmanli idaragiliyi
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dovriunds (1587-1603) sohar baximsizliq sebebindan tenazztils
ugramis va hatta 1590-c1 il tarixli “Iravan ayalatinin miifessal
daftori”nds kand kimi geyd edilmisdir (11, s. 144).

Qarabaglar sohari orta asrloerds bir sira gorkemli sayyah,
tarix¢i vo cografiyasiinaslarin diggeatini coelb etmigdir. Orta
asrlarin bir ¢cox moashur sayyahlarinin aserlerinds buranin
¢0zal iqlimi, shalisi, tarixi abideleri hagqinda maraqli me-
lumatlar vardir. Nizamaddin Sami, Ibrahim 9fandi Pecevi,
Ovliya Calobi, F.Rasideddin, N.Xanikov, Moryer, 1.Sopen,
[.Tavernye kimi alim vo sayyahlar Qarabaglar haqqinda ¢ox
qiymatli malumatlar vermisler.

Qarabaglar haqqinda XV asrin gorkemli salnamagisi Ni-
zamaddin Sami “Zafornama” asorinda bohs etmisdir. Niza-
moddin Sami orta asrlorin maghur fatehi Omir Teymurun
soforlorinde onu miisayiat etmis, tarixi hadiselorin canli
sahidi olmusdu. Miuallif 6ziinin “Zafernama”sindo Omir
Teymurun Hindistandan dénmasi bolmeasinde Teymurun
Qarabaglarda miiayyen miiddatds qalmasini bels tasvir edir:
“Omir Teymur Hindistandan paytaxt Somergendas gayitdigdan
sonra Iran memlakatine, xtisusilo Azerbaycana ve ona bagl
yerlora giircli vo ermani asgoarlari torefinden tecaviizler vage
oldugunu, buna gora de raiyyetlarin zerar gorduyunii xebar
aldi. ©miri Hiimayun namus vo geyratine toxunan bu hala
goro 802-ci ilda (miladi 1399-1400 — I.H.) herokatle Xorasana
dogru yola diisdii. Sultaniyyeni kecorok Tabriz Qarabaglarina
galib, orada ordusu ile nazil oldu ve sohralar1 ¢adirlari veo
bayraglari ils isgal etdi, ordunu teftis ile asgorlerin hamisina
tlufs (yem) vo yeyoacak verdi...” (20, s. 13).

Nizamoaddin Saminin bu gsher hagqinda yazdlqlarl
ondan 300 il sonra burada olmus O.Calsbinin “binur (nursuz
— .LH) Teymur Qarabaglarda boyiik bir qosunu ilo bes ay
miiddstine qislaga galmigdir” malumati ile bir daha tesdig-
lonir.
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Moashur tiirk tarixgisi Ibrahim 9fandi Pegevinin “Tarix”
ssorinda de Qarabaglar hagqinda bahs edilir. Ibrahim Pegevi
XVI-XVII asrlorda bu boyiik Azarbaycan seharinin shalisinin
hayati, ticarat vo pesge sonatkarligi haqgqinda malumat verir.
Gostarir ki, Qarabaglar onun dovriinds boytik bir dairs ol-
musdu. Yoni Qarabaglar sehar ve ona tabe olan atraf yerlsrden
ibarat idi (20, s. 14).

Basga bir ingilis ssyyahi1 Moryer Qarabaglardaki xaraba-
liglar1 gedim Iranin Persepol soharinin memarliq abidesine
oxsadir (10, s. 57; 20, s. 14). Moryerin Qarabaglarmn xarabaliglarir
Persepolun (Toxti-Comsid — I.H.) Shamani dovrii abidslari
ilo miigayisesine miinasibst bildiron AMEA-nin muixbir tizvu
V.0liyev yazir: “Olbatts, burada muibalige vardir. Qarabaglarm
orta asr miisalman abidalarini Persepolun ohesmaeni dovri
abidalari ile miiqayise etmak olmaz. Cox guman ki, Moryer
Qarabaglarin cox gedim dovrlars aid abidalarini nazards tut-
musdur...” (10, s. 57). Digor torafden iss arxeolog-alim “...dog-
rudan da arxeoloji tedqgiqatlar nsticesinde burada godim
dovrlers aid xarabaliglara tesadiif edilmisdir” — deyir.

XVII asrin taninmus tiirk sayyahi Ovliya Calabinin Azar-
baycana birinci sefarinds (1646-1647-ci illor) “Boyuk Qarabaglar
soharinin tesviri“na genis yer vermisdir: “Bu saharin binasini
ilk dafe Manucohr qoymusdur. Qadim gahardir; indi da
Naxcivan torpaginda ayrica sultanligdir. Qadim zamanlarda
boyiik sshar imis. 1012-ci ilda (1603-cii ilds) Uciincii Ma-
hemmad xan zamaninda Osmanl slinds iken 9Ocom zafer
qazandi. 1045-ci il tarixinds (1635-ci il) Revan fatehi, zomananin
Murad xan1 Revan fethindon sonra bu gahara galib burada
dayandiqda gadim oalyazmalarda cennat gadar abad olan
sohori derya misal qosununun ixtiyarina verarak onu bilmoazse
dagidib xarab etmigdir, xarabaliglari hale do durmaqdadir”
(17, s. 42-43). Goriindiiyii kimi, O.Calabi “Sayahatnamas”
oserinde Qarabaglar: boytik bir sahar kimi tasvir etmisdir.
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Onun molumatina goéra XVII asrde Qarabaglarda teqriben
50 min adam yasayirdi; 10 min ev, 70 mascid, 40 minars,
karvansara, hamam, bazar va s. var idi. Soharin ab-havasindan,
bag-bagatindan, meyvalarindan, xdraklarinin dadindan O.Co-
lobi tirakdolusu sohbat acir: “Allaha hamd olsun bu saharin
ab-havasinin letafatindon shvalimiz da xos olub atlara stivar
olmagqla bazi rafiglarimizlo gohars tamasa etdik... Havasinin
latafotinden xostizlii mahbub ve mahbubsalars rast golirdik.
Yeyoacok vo igacoklarinin, meyvalarinin banzari heg¢ bir
diyarda yoxdur. Qara Baglar desoak yerina diiger. El¢i ila bir
bagi gazorken Yezdan Qulu adli bir bagban iyirmi alt1 ctur
siroli armud gotirdi... Armudlar els dadli ve siralidir ki,
suyu yeyonin lizarina slbatto nabat gerbati kimi tokiiler...
Boylik bazarlarinda pak ve pakiza iscilarinin bigirdiyi ctirbactir
Ravan diiytistinden plovlar ve harisasi, sanki sifr kimi loziz
vo xos otirlidir. Iscilari olduqca tomizdir. Zira ctimlasi mii-
salmandir” (17, s. 43).

Azarbaycan Sofevilor dovletinds Azerbaycan boaylar-
bayiliyi dovrunds Nax¢ivan Slkesi 12 nahiye vo 1 sultanligdan
ibarat idi. Naxcivan Olkasinin torkibinde Naxc¢ivan, Serur,
Doralayaz, Bazarcayi, Mavaziyi-Xatin, Mulki-Arslan, Dare-
Sahbuz, 9lincy, Sisacan, Azadciran, Sorlut, Darogam nahiyalari
olmusdur. Qarabaglar arazisi iso Naxcivan olkssi torkibinds
sultanliq idi. Birinci Osmanli idaraciliyi dovriinds Qarabaglar
sultanlig1 Naxg¢ivan sancaginin bir nahiyesina ¢evrilmisgdi.
Bu dovrds Qarabag nahiyasi 6 kend, 2 mazradan ibarst idi.

[rovan ve Naxcivan xanliglarinin tarixi ve cografiyasinin
tadqiqi ilo moasgul olmus fransiz 1.Sopen oziintin “Rusiya
imperiyasina birlesdiyi dovrde Ermenistan oyalstinin tarixi
abidalarinin voziyyati” adli aserinds Qarabaglar sehari, onun
sinfi vo etnik torkibi, folkloru va incesenati, tesarriifat: barada
malumat vermisdir. I.Sopen bu gedim yurdun rus isgalindan
cox avvalki vaziyyatinin tasvirini vers bilmigdir (24).
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1833-ct1 ildo Sankt-Peterburqda V.Qrigoryevin nasr et-
dirdiyi “Naxcivan ayalstinin statistik tosviri” osarinda da
Qarabaglar hagqinda genis moalumat verilir (23). Buradan
da Qarabaglarin shalisi, onun 6dadiyi vergilorin adlars,
hacmi hagqinda giymatli malumatlar slde etmak miimkiin-
dur.

Manboalar Qarabaglar Tiirbs Kompleksi hagqinda.
Qarabaglar Tlirbs Kompleksi qosa minars, onlar arasindaki
bastag, qosa minaralars birlagon dini binanin galiglar1 ve
turbadan ibarstdir. Bu abidalarden ikisi — qosa minarali
bagtag ve tlirbs dovriimiizadok golib catmisdir. Tiirbo Kom-
pleksi gostorir ki, Qarabaglar orta asrlorde Azarbaycanin in-
kigaf etmis madaniyyat markezlarinden biri olmusdur. Tiirbs
Kompleksinda her bir abidenin 6ziinemaxsus yeri, mévgeyi
vo tarixi shemiyyeti vardir. Qarabaglar Tiirbe Kompleksi
tekco Azarbaycanin deyil, On Asiyanin memarliq incilarin-
dondir. Tiirbs Kompleksi Elxanilorin hakimiyyati illarinds
tikintisi genis yayilmig sbvab-al-birr (dindarligin gapilari —
[.H.) adli iri Xatira-xeyriyys komplekslorinden olmusdur.
Torkibinde saray, mescid, madrass, xanoagah, sofaxana,
hamam vo bagqa binalar olan bels komplekslorin moarkazi
tikilisi ve dominant1 “Ali gtinbad” — uca tiirbs olurdu (7).

Qarabaglar Tiirbs Kompleksinin xalgimizin maddi-ma-
deniyyot abidsleri arasinda tarixi mévgeyini, diinya oshe-
miyyatli abids olmasini nazars alan Naxc¢ivan Muxtar Res-
publikast Ali Maclisinin Sadri Vasif Talibov 2016-c1 il iyulun
4-ds “Qarabaglar Tiirbs Kompleksinin barpa vo todqiq olun-
mast haqqinda” Serancam imzalamisdir. Homin Serancamda
deyilir: “Kongarli rayonunun Qarabaglar kendinds yerlagon
va XII-XIV asrlers aid edilon kompleksdon dévriimiizedok
qosa minarsli bagtag ve tiirba golib ¢atmisdir. Azarbaycan
xatirs memarliginm miitaraqqi snenslerini yasadan bu abida
memarliq qurulusuna ve oxsar cohatlorina gOro 9dcomi
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Naxcivani memarliq maktabinin davami, memar Shmad
Naxcivani yaradiciligiin nimunaesidir (15, s. 11).

Moanboalar vo miitexassislor qosa minaralarin XII-XIII
asrlordas, bastagm XIV asrda, tiirbenin iss 1332-1337-ci illords
tikildiyini geyd edirlar (2, s. 48; 8, s. 57). Uslub va tikinti tex-
nikas1 xiisusiyyatlorina gors, tiirbenin tikilms tarixi Hulakd
hokmdar1 ©bu Seid Bahadir xanin hakimiyyaeti illerina (1319-
1335) aid edilir.

Qarabaglar Tiirbo Kompleksi haqqmnda tedqiqatgilardan
M.Mirheydoarzados, ©.Salamzadas, M.Useynov, L.Bretanitski,
K.Mammadzada, ©.0lasgarzads, V.Sisoyey, T.Yazar, C.Qiyasl,
S.Korimzada, S.Mammadova maraqli ve shamiyyatli fikir
vo miilahizaler sdylomis, abidslerin tarixi haqqinda bir sira
doagiqlasmaler aparmuslar. Tiirbadan texminan 30 metr aralida
iki yiiksok minara ucalir ki, bunlarin hundtrlayu 17 metrs
godardir. Minaralerin asag1 hissalarinda kvadratgakilli blinGvra
diizeldilmisdir. Minarenin sothinda yasil rongli kasi ¢gokilmis
korpiclardan bazaklar yaradilmigdir. Hor iki minaranin ige-
risinde dolama pilloken vardir. Bu minarsler Azarbaycan
srazisindoki an gadim karpic minaralerdendir. Bagtagin o6zu
iso tokca yurdumuzun deyil, biitiin islam oOlkelarinin me-
marliginda qosa minarsli bastaglarin ilk 6rneklsrindendir.
Qarabaglar bastag1 nadir abidadir. Bagtag gozel kompozisiya
vo inco memarliq halline gors da doayorli sonat asaridir. Qa-
rabaglar memarliq kompleksina daxil olan qosa minarenin
XII osrin sonlarinda tikildiyi bildirilir. Minaraleri bir-birins
baglayan bastag isa XIV asra aiddir. Bagtagin tizerinds Elxani
hokmdar Hiilakii xanin arvadi Qudi xatinin ad1 yazildigmdan,
onun Qudi xatimin amri ile tikildiyi aydin olur (13, s. 243,
253). O.Salamzade ve K.Memmadzada geyd edirler ki,
kitaba parcasinda Elxaniler siilalesinden olan Abaka xanin
arvadi Koday xatinin adi xatirlanir (19, s. 140). Tedqiqatcl
R.Oliyeva da bu fikirdadir (9, s. 66). Azarbaycan Sovet
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Ensiklopediyasinda “bastagin iizerinds Elxani hokmdari
Hiulaku xanin arvadi Qudi xatmin (Qutuy xatin) ad1 yazildi-
gindan, onun Qudi xatinin sarafine tikildiyi” gosterilir (2, s.
48). AMEA-nin muixbir tizvii C.Qiyasi de tiirbenin “Hiilakii
xanin arvadi Qudi (Quti) xatinin sarefine tikildiyini tosdiq
edir (7). ©.0lesgerzadanin fikrincs, kitabs asagidaki formada
olmugdur: “Bu binanin tikilmasini... cahan Qudi xatin amr
etdi”. Turqay Yazar kitabanin siils xatti ilo yazildigini ve
asagidaki menani verdiyini bildirir: “...Bu binanin tikilmasini
Cihan Koday xatin amr etdi” (21, s. 44).

Belaliklo, gotirilon faktlardan ve diger menbalardoki
moalumatlardan aydin olur ki, Qarabaglar tiirbasi Elxanilar
sulalesinden olan yeddinci velishd Sultan ©hmadin anasi
Cahan Qudi xatinin emri ils tikilib. Manbalards adi Quti,
Qudi, Qutuy xatin seklinds anilan Qudi xatin, tarixci Fozlullah
Ragideddinin yazdigia goéra “Cox agilli va bacarigli olub,
sarayda ytksak movqe tuturdu” (7). Qudi xatin oglu Sultan
Ohmadin hakimiyyati illorinds, 1282-1284-cii illor arasinda
dovlatin idaresinde yaxindan istirak etmisdi. O, boyiik
hormat ve niifuzunu sonralar da saxlamisd.

Qarabaglar tiirbesi iki hissalidir: serdabes ve yeriistii
xatirs abidasi. Bu abideda qiillavari tiirbenin ssas xiisusiyyatlori
oks olunmusdur. Das kiirsiiliik tizorinda dasto soklinda bir-
lagan 12 yarimsilindrik ¢ixinti onun yeriistii kompozisiyasini
togkil edir. G6vda sathinin bels yarimsilindrik cixintilarla is-
lanmasi yalniz badii-dekorativ shomiyyate malik olmayib,
eyni zamanda, mithendis qurulusu cohatden da shamiyyat-
lidir. Bir-biri ila birlosmis on iki yarimsilindrik ¢ixint1 divarin
umumi hacmini azaltmagqla barabar, eyni zamanda, tirbaya
bir gala gorkemi da verir. T{irbonin kompozisiya xtisusiyyaeti
dord bastagli olmasidir. Dérd cografi somts cohatlonen giris
yerlari tlirbani dord barabaer hisssys béliir (12, s. 21). Binann
butun sethlerinds xirda sirli yasil korpiclarden g¢okilmis
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{izlitk qirmizimtil kerpic fon {izerinde onun sathini boyuk
kvadratlara boliir. Copina qoyulmus bela korpiclarden isa
romblar amole golmisdir. Romblarin her birinin igarisinda
iri yasil kerpiclorls “Allahdan bagqa Allah yoxdur. Maham-
mad-Allahin ona salavati olsun- onun elgisidir!” sozlari ya-
zilmasdir.

Tarix vo madaniyyot abidalari ile zengin olan Nax¢ivan
diyarmin quruculuq tinvanlarindan biri olan Qarabaglar
kandi ve onun Tiirba Kompleksi 6ziiniin ikinci hayatini ya-
sayir. Naxgivan Muxtar Respublikasi Ali Maoaclisi Sedrinin
“Qarabaglar Tiirbe Kompleksinin barpa ve todqiq olunmas:
haqqinda” Serencamina asasan kompleks an ytiiksak saviyyodo
barpa edilmis, ilkin gozalliyi qaytariimigdir.

QARABAGLAR TURBOSINDO QODIM VO
ORTA 8SR MEMARLIQ ELEMENTLORININ
SINTEZI

Qarabaglar kendinin orazisinde memarliq abidaleri
gqedim dovrden movcud olmusdur. Arasdirmalara asasen
deyo bilerik ki, Eneolit dovriinds Qarabaglar ticiin dairavi
formali arxitektura xarakterik olmusdur. E.a. III minillikden
baslayaraq Qarabaglar kendindas gala tipli yasayis maskoanlori
formalagmisdir. Bu yasayis yerlari iri hacmli daslardan insa
olunmus mudafio divarlar ile ahatelonmisdi. Hazirda bu
kondin arazisinde I Bazakli, II Bazakli, Qalaciq, Qarabaglar
galasi, I Suzqunlar, II Suzqunlar galas: adi il geydos alinan
miudafie istehkamlart movcuddur. Miiayyon olunmusdur
ki, Orta Tunc dovrindan baslayaraq Qarabaglar arazisinds
dordkiinc formalr arxitektura genis yayilmis, yasayis evlari
dordkiinc formada insa edilmisdir. Qalalarin markazi hissa-
sinde sitadel yerlasmis, evler miidafis divarina birlasik
sokilde inga olunmusdur. Bu abidalerin tadqigi Orta Tunc
dovriinden basglayaraq Qarabaglarda memarliq senatinin
yuksak inkisaf seviyyesina catdigini tasdiq edir.

Tarixi menbalorin verdiyi malumata gors, Qarabaglar
Orta osrlorde Azarbaycanin asas saharlarinden biri, mithiim
ticarat ve senetkarliq moerkazi olub. Qarabaglar atrafinda
boyuk Orta asr yasayis yerlsrinin, karvansaralarin askar
olunmasi onun tarixi ipek yolunun tizerinds yerlosmasi ilo
baglidir. Seherin Yaxin Sarq 6lkalari ile Avropam birlasdiran
muhtm kacvan yollarmin iistiindas yerlosmasi sayasinda bu-
rada senatkarliq, ticarat, iqtisadi hayat xeyli teraqqi etmigdir.
Sohar, adindan da gortindiiyii kimi ¢oxlu bag ve yagilliglarla
orttilmiisdii. Bezi menbslarin malumatiarina goére seharin
osas1 X1l asrds Sirvangah Manug¢ohr tarafinden qoyulub. Sa-
harin Elxaniler dévriinds (1258-1357) salinib inkisaf etmaosi
ilo do bagh melumatlar vardir. Maraqhdir ki, Qarabaglar
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tiirbasinin ds tikilmasi homin ddvra tesadiif edir. Tadqiqatcilar
tiirbenin ornamental x{isusiyyatlarinin Elxanilor dovriinda
formalasdigini da geyd etmislor. Olbatte, tlirbenin xarici
saothinin naxislanmasinda istifads olunan ornamental mo-
tivlerin bir gismi yenidir vo onlara Salcuq memarliq abide-
lorinde rast gelinmir. Lakin tiirbenin bazayindes kokii min
illor avvale baglanan ve miiayyan semantik mona ifade edon
ornamentlarden da istifade edilmisdir. Belo ornamentlarden
biri doqquz ve on iki gusali ulduzlardir. Fikrimizcs handasi
ornamentlorin miixtalif kombinasiyast doqquz ve on iki
gusali ulduzlarin formalagsmasina xidmot etmigdir. Ornament
bazoyinda sokkiz bucaqli handasi fiqurlar ve sekkiz gusgali
ulduzlar da yer alir.

[stor sokkiz, istor dogquyz, istarsa da on iki gusali ulduzlar
astral simvolika ile alagali olub, Azarbaycan arazisinds mas-
kunlasan ulu acdadlarimizin dini inanclari il baglidir. Ulu
acdadlarimiz hamisa Goya ve GOy cisimlarine sitayis etmis,
onlar1 miigaddaslagdirmiglar. Aypara ve sakkiz gusali ulduzun
birlikdas tosvirinin an qodim niimunasine biz Lullubi hokmdari
Anubaninin das kitabasinda rast golirik. Burada Tanrinin
bas1 tizerinde ay ve sokkiz gusali ulduz tesviri vardir. Sok-
kizguseli ulduz gadin tanrini simvolize etmigdir. Seokkiz
gusali ulduz tesvirleri Azarbaycandan, o ciimladan Naxci-
vandan askar olunan godim senat niimunalari tizerinda do
vardir. Orta asrlorda simvolik bazek niimunasi kimi me-
marligimizda genis istifads olan bu simvol ulu scdadlarimizin
inanclarimi oks etdirir. Onlar Azerbaycan xalqunin min illordsn
bari galon birliyinin, biitovliiyliniin ve barabarliyinin rem-
zloridir.

Coxgusali ulduzlar godim Mesopotamiya senatinds Tan-
rin1 simvoliza etmisdir. Soma cisimlarins, o cumladean
ulduzlara sitayis monoteist dinlerds da oks olunmus, bes,
alt1, sakkiz, doqquz, onikigusali ulduzlar mixtalif dinlarin,
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bazan isa tarigatlorin simvolu olmusdur. Stibhasiz ki, dogquz,
yaxud oniki guseli ulduzlar aski inanclarin galigi kimi
Elxanilor dovriine aid tiirk-mongqol incesenstinds qorunub
qalmisdir. Stibhasiz ki, Elxaniler dovrintiin memarlhq abidalari
yem ustalar terafinden yaradilmigdi. Ciinki ilk mongqol bas-
gmlari zamani igtisadiyyat ve madeniyyeti dagidan mongqollar
mohz tlirk tayfalarimin, xtsusile bu srazids coxdan mas-
kunlasan tirk-muselman tayfalarinin tasiri ile manavi nai-
liyyatlori vo islami menimsemisdilar. Elxanilorden xeyli
ovvel formalasan Naxc¢ivan memarlig maktabi niimunslarinds,
eloce do Olinceqaladan askar olunan ornament ntiimunalari
arasinda c¢oxgugali ulduzlara rast goalinir. Dogquzgusali va
onikiguseli ulduzlarm se¢ilmasi Elxanilor dovrii memarhiginin
Ozuneamaxsus xususiyyoati hesab oluna bilar.

Qarabaglar Turbs Kompleksi qosa minars, onlar ara-
sindaki bastag, qosa minaralars birlasen dini binanin qaliglar:
vo turbaden ibaratdir. Miutexassislor qosa minaralarin XII
osrdo, bastagin ise XIV asrdo tikildiyini geyd etmislar. Qosa
minaralarin ve bastagin muxtslif dovrlare aid olmasi, bas
tagin minaralore sonradan slave edilmasi aydin sokilde
segilir. Uslub ve tikinti texnikas1 xiisusiyystlorina gore
tiirbonin tikilms tarixi Elxani hokmdar1 Obu Seid Bahadir
xanin hakimiyyat illarina (1319-1335-ci illar) aid edilir.

Qarabaglar tiirbasi sardaba va yeriistii xatire abidasindan
ibaratdir. Serdaba onikibucaqlinin markezinds yaradilan
orijinal qurulusa malikdir. Divarlar1 dasdan, giinbazi iso
karpicdan inga edilmisdir. Umumiyyatls, qayaiistii tesvirlards,
xalgalarimizda, tikmelarimizds ve memarliq ornamentlari
arasinda rast galinen miixtalif isarelor Azarbaycan xalgmnin
gqodim inamlari il5 baghdir. Tosvirlorin miixtalif formalar:
e.d. VI-I minilliklerde godim Serq, Azarbaycan madeniyyatinda
istifade olunmusdur. Bu tip ornamentlsr semantik anlamda
dinyanin dord tersfine tapimmani simvolize etmis ve Sarq
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modaniyyatlerinds Islamin gebulundan sonra da istifads
olunmusdur. Xristian dini da bu simvolu gadim Serq mada-
niyyetinden gotiirmiigdiir. Bu baximdan tiirbenin sardaba
~ hissesinin bu sokilda hall edilmasi onun godim ideologiya
ilo bagli oldugunu tesdiq edir.

Bu ideologiya hamginin tiirbenin yertistti hissasinda 0z
oksini tapmugdir. Tiirbanin yertistii hissesi dag kiirstiltik tize-
rinda insa olunan 12 yarim silindrdan ibaratdir. Yertistii his-
sonin Oziinamaxsus xiisusiyyatlorindan biri diinyanin dord
torafine — simal, sorq, conub va garba yonalmis dord bastagin
olmasidir. Bu iso diinyanin dérd tarafine tapinma il baglhdir.
Azarbaycan ohalisi Islam dinini gabul etse da bir ¢ox isla-
magqoadoarki inanclar1 da qoruyub saxlamigdir. Ttarbenin
yeriistii hissesinde qodim ve Orta osr inanclarimn sintezi
oziinii aydin gokilda gostarir. Tiirbanin sathi firuzayi rangli
kasilarla handasi ornamenti xatirladan kitabalarle bozadil-
misdir. Yarim silindrlerin izerinds igarisinda areb alifbasi
ilo arab dilinds “Allahdan basqa Allah yoxdur, Mehemmad
- Allahin ona salavati olsun- onun elgisidir!)” sozlari hakk
edilon romblar dafolorle tokrar olunmusdur. Bu tip orna-
mentdon 1322-ci ilds insa olunan Bardo tiirbasinds da istifads
olunmusdur. Elo buna gore do todqiqatcgilar Qarabaglar
tiirbasi ile Bards tiirbasinin memarinin eyni gaxs oldugunu
geyd etmiglor. Bu bazok elementinden Elxaniler dovriine
aid Olcaytu tlirbasinin qiillssinds, Orta randa, Natanzda
1307-ci ilds insa edilen mozar tiirbasinin gilinbezindas, XVI-
XVII asrlars aid Seyx Sefiaddin kompleksinds Nax¢ivan go-
harinda XVIII asrin avvallorinda insa edilon Imamzada tiir-
basinin naxislanmasinda istifade edilmisdir. Bu memarliq
bazayinin uzun miiddeat — XIV asrden XVIII asradek davam
etmoasi, siibhasiz ki, onun Nax¢ivan memarliq maktabina
MoXSUS oldugunu Vo Safavﬂar dovriinda da istifads olun-
dugunu taschq T —gevd—etmolivik ki, Qarabaglar
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turbesi konstruksiyasti ils forglenir. Bas taglarin sathi kasilar
vasitasi ilo handasi ve nabati iislubda naxislanmisdir. Tiirbenin
govdesini tegkil edan yarim silindrlerin yuxar: hissasinda
kagilarla iglonmis kitabalarin qaliglar1 saxlanmigdir. Ehtimal
ki, bu kitabalor Qurani-Kerimden gotiiriilmiis kalmalardir.
Memarliq abidalarinda va qabiriistiit monumental tikintilarda
bu tip kitabalars rast gelinir. Qarabaglar tiirbasi konusvari
ortliys malik olmugdur. Miitexessislorin fikrine gora bu
ortik tarbenin qurulusuna uygun olaraq on iki yarim
silindrin birlesmosi soklinda idi.

Naxg¢ivan Muxtar Respublikasi Ali Maclisi Sadrinin
“Qarabaglar Tlirbs Kompleksinin barpasi ve tadqiq olunmast
haqqinda” 4 iyul 2016-c1 il tarixli Serancamina uygun olaraq
Qarabaglar Tiirbs Kompleksinda aparilan barpa islari zamani
tiirbade aks olunan gadim va orta asr memarliq elementlori,
habels abidenin memarliq tislubu qorunub saxlanmisdir.

QARABAGLAR TURB® KOMI{LEKsi VO
ONUN KITABOLORI

Orta asr Azorbaycan memarligi Nax¢ivan maktebinin
on mohtosom niimunalarindan biri de Nax¢ivan seharinden
40 km simal-garb tarafda yerlagen, bolgonin gadim yasayis
moskenlorindon olan Qarabaglar kendindaki Turbs Kom-
pleksidir. Qosa minarali bagtag ve tlirbaden ibarat olan bu
kompleks zomanamizadak gismen dagilmig sokilde golib
catmisdir. Orazisinde agkar edilon maddi-madaniyyat nu-
munolori vo orta asr yazili manbalarinin melumatlar: gosterir
ki, Qarabaglar Azarbaycanin gadim gaharlerinden olmus,
orta asrlor zamani ¢icoklonme dovri kecgirmisdir. XVII asr
tiirk soyyahi Evliya Calabi “Sayahatnama”sinds bu saher
hagginda maragli malumatlar teqdim edir. Seyyah yazir ki,
Qarabaglar btinovrasi ilk dofs Menug¢ohr terafinden qoyulmus
sohardir. Indi Naxcivan arazisinde ayrica sultanliqdir. III
Mehmet dovriinda (1595-1603 — E.S) Osmanlilarin alinda
ikon acomilars kegmisdir. Nursuz Teymur (Omir Teymur -
F.S.) da Qarabaglarda quslayib saysiz asgar ilo bes ay qalmigdr.
Cox abad vo sonu goriinmayen miinbit torpagi olan bir du-
zonliye malikdir. Ne¢a dafa Siileyman xan (Osmanli sultani
[ Siileyman Qanuni — 1520-1566 — E.S.) ve s. sarkerdaler
burada qislamisdir. ... Allaha hamd olsun ki, bu gaharin su
vo havasimin gozalliyindan tebiatimiz xoslandi (4, s. 10; 13,

s. 231).

Evliya Calabinin yol geydlarine ssasen demok olar ki,
XVII yiizilliyin ortalarinda Qarabaglar Naxgivan bolgesinin,
blitovliikde Azarbaycanin inkisaf etmis madeniyyet morkez -
lorindan biri olmusdur. Bahs olunan dovrda sahards
40-a godor minarsanin, 10 mina godar bagli-bagcali evin,
qirx1 minarali mascid olmagla 70 mehrabin, ¢oxlu karvansara,
hamam va ¢arsinin olmasi va onlarin sayimn getdikco artmasi
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(4, s. 10; 13, s. 231; 20, s. 113) seherin orta asrler dovriindaki
ehtisamindan xabar verir. Ancaq c¢ox teassiifler olsun ki,
belo mohtasam bir seher sonralar bag veran dagidicit miiha-
ribalor zamani doylis meydanina ¢evrilmasi, tebii quivvalarin
tosiri vo diger sebablordan xeyli tenazziil etmis, tesorrufat
boyiik zeror gokmis, madani nailiyystlor mahv edilmis, ta-
rix-moadoniyyat abidalori demak olar ki, siradan ¢ixaraq
mohv olmus, indiye godar yalniz qosa minareli bagtag ve
tlirbo golib catmisdir.

Evliya Coalobinin “boytiik sohar” adlandirdigi Qarabaglar
yasayls moaskoni haqqinda “Naxg¢ivan sancaginin miifessal
daftori”nds do maraqli melumatlar vardir. Osmanlilar 1727-ci
ilde Azarbaycanin bir sira yerlarini, o cumladen Naxg¢ivan
bolgasini tutdugdan sonra idars iglerini asanlagdirmaq tigiin
yeni inzibati arazi bolgiisii — sancaqliglar yaradirdilar. Homin
vaxt yaradilan sancaqlardan biri ds “Nax¢ivan sancagi” idi.
Homgcinin osmanlilar vergi yigilmasin sistemli gokilde apar-
maq magqsadi ila vergi vera bilacak kisi cinsindan olan 20 yas-
dan yuxar1 adamlar: siyahiya alirdilar. Bu siyahi yasayis
moskenlori tizra xiisusi doafterlerde geyd olunurdu. Bu
doftorlor “Miifossal daftor”lor, “Icmal daftorlori” adlanirdi.

1727-ci ilda tartib olunan “Nax¢ivan sancaginin miifossel
dafteri”ndan aydin olur ki, Nax¢ivan sancagi 14 nahiyoden
ibarat olmusdur ve hamin nahiyalsrden yeddinci nahiys
XVII yiizillikda sehar, XVIII ytizilliyin svvellerinde ise kend
statusunda olan Qarabag (Qarabaglar) ad1 ile “Qarabag na-
hiyasi” adlandirilmigdir (9, s. 28, 142). Inzibati arazi bolgiisii
yaradilarken 10 kendden, 4 qislagdan ve ti¢ duz kesilen
ocagdan (9, s. 28, 142-153) ibareat olan nahiyenin Qarabag
kondinin adi ile “Qarabag nahiyesi” adlandirilmasi onun
bir yasayis moskeni kimi boyiik shomiyyatinden xabar verir.
Burada bir cehati vurgulamaq yerine diiser. Evliya
Coalabinin 1647-ci ilds Azsrbaycana uzun miuddatli safori
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zamani yazdigi yol geydlarinde ve 1727-ci ilde osmanlilar
torafindon tortib olunan “Nax¢ivan sancaginin miifessal dof-
tori”’nda indiki Qarabaglar koandinin adi “Qarabag” kimi
geyd olunmusdur. Ancaq “Dafter”in tertib olunmasindan
toxminan 100 il sonra Naxgivanda olan Rusiya memuru
[.Sopenin 1852-ci ilde nagr etdirdiyi kitabda kendin adi
“Qara-baglar” kimi gqeyd olunmusgdur. LSopenin yazdigma
gora homin vaxt kendda 197-si kisi, 164-ti qadin (comi 361
nafer) olmagla 71 miisalman-tiirk ailesi yagamigdir (22,
s. 611-614). 1.Sopen Qarabaglar haqqinda yazir: “Bu kend
xarabaliglarla ohats olunmugdur. Masslen, onlardan gtinbaz
vo iki minare sahidlik edirlor ki, burada svvaller yasayis
maskoani olmusdur”. Morer 0z sayahatnamasinda geyd edir
ki, Xokdan yuxarida xarabaliglar ve bir ne¢es sutun (minars,
tirbe - E.S) vardir (22, s. 330).

XIX ylizilliyin ortalarinda Nax¢givanda olan rus gsergsunas
va diplomat N.V.Xanikov da Qarabaglar kendi ve orada olan
abidalor hagginda qisa malumat vermisdir. O yazir ki, Xokdan
6 km simalda cox da boyiik olmayan kandds tizerinde kutfi
kitaba galiglar1 olan mascid vardir. Bu abidenin memarliq
stili ve kitabalorin harflorinin formasi Atabayler magbarasini
xatirladir. Ehtimal ki, bu abidalar da hicri VI ssrin sonlarinda
insa etdirilmisdir (23, s. 73).

E.Calabinin hagqinda bahs etdiyi abidalerden kendde
bu giinadok ancaq bir tiirba vo qosa minarsli bagtag qalmigdr.
Zamanin sinaqlarina, tobii qiivvalarin tesirine matanatls
dozse do on iki yarimslindirin bir-birins birlesdirilmasi yolu
ilo yaradilan tiirbe ve qosa minaraler miiayyon dagintiya
moaruz qalmisdir. Kegon miiddat srzinde minarslarin yuxar:
hissalori tamamile u¢mus, istlorinda olan ve abidsler
hagginda oan deqiq malumatlari 6ztinds aks etdiren kitabalorin
cox hissasi ovulub tokiilmiisdiir. “Naxgivan Teodqiq ve
Totobbo Comiyyeti”nin elmi katibi Mirbagir Mirheyderzads
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1927-ci ilde Kompleksa daxil olan abidslarin kitabalari hag-
qinda yazirdi ki, kand shalisinin dediklarine gors, minarsnin
yazilariin ¢ox hissasi rus asgerlari terafinden sokiilub da-
gidilmigdir (8).

Qeyd etmoak lazimdir ki, minaralar insa edilarken onlarin
bas torafinda kufi xotle kitabs yazilmigsdir. Ancaq zaman
kecdikca minaralarin bas torafi ciddi dagintiya ugramisdar.
Ona goroe da sol torafdaki minaranin kitabasi tamamils mahv
olmus, sag terafdaki minaranin kitabasinin isa ¢ox hissasi
ovulub tokulmiusdiir. “Azarbaycani Tadqiq ve Tatabbo
Coamiyyoti” xatti ilo 1926-c1 ilds Nax¢ivan Muxtar Respubli-
kasinda, o cimladan Qarabaglar kandinds elmi ezamiyyatds
olan epiqraf — alim Isa ©zimbayov (Maddah) Tiirbs Kom-
pleksini tadqiq edarken bu kitabani ds gormiis ve oxumusdur.
Alimin fikrince kitabanin metni Qurani-Korimin 72-ci surasinin
moscid tikintilorine aid olan 18-ci ayssinden ibarstdir
(2, 5. 572). Sagdaki — simaldaki kitabsadan baglayaraq soldaki
— conubdaki minarada basa catmisdir (14, s. 306).

Son aragdirmalar zamani minarslarin gévdesinde galan
sOzlers asasen kitabenin matni barpa olunmusdur. Malum
olmusdur ki, tizbatiz dayandiqda sag torafdaki, yoni conubdaki
minaranin bag terafinds Qurani-Karimin 22-ci (al-Hacc) su-
rosindon 28-ci ayo, sol tarafdaki, yoni simaldaki minarsnin
bag terofinde ise hamin suranin 29-cu ayesi yazilmisdir
(2, 5.334). |

Komplekss daxil olan qosa minarsli bastagin tizerinda
cox hissesi dagilmis kitabs galmisdir. Miixtslif vaxtlarda
todqgiqatcilar tersfinden Oyrenilmis hemin kitaboani tadgqi-
qatcilarin harasi bir ciir oxumusdur. Kitabonin ilk tod-
qiqatcilarindan M.Mirheydarzads onu “Omara binass hazil
imara” (8), Naxcivan1 Tadqiq ve Tatebbd Coemiyyatinin
13 may 1928-ci ilds kecirilan heyat iclasindaki maruzeasinda
geyd olundugu kimi “Rabbu hazihil-imarsti tiirkman Qudi

Sarayda
boyiik niifuza malik olan Qutuy xatin agl ve bacarigl saye-
sinds oglu Sultan Ohmadin iki il iki ay on li¢ giin davam
edon hakimiyyeti dovriinds (1282-1284-cti iller) dovlatin
idaro olunmasinda istirak etmisdir (3, s. 18; 18, s. 104).

Minaraleri tadqiq eden memarlar onlarin XII asrds inga
edilmoasi fikrindadirlor (12, s. 40). Akademik ©.Salamzads
va senatsiinasliq doktoru K.Maemmadzadanin fikrincs, bu
minaralari birlesdiren bastag iss sonralar, XIV asrda tikilmigdir
(12, s. 140). Bu fikri bastagin tizerindaki kitabade Hiilak
xanin arvadi Qudi xatinin adinin geyd edilmasi do tesdiq
edir.

Simal ve cenub bastaglarindan icari girsrken girigin
divar kasiyinin yanlarinda ve bas terafinds 1

gumuz rengli karpiclerin ustaligla horilmasi yolu ils dafalarls
tokrarianan, birinc imam, sonralar dordunci xalifs olmus
saxsiyyetin adindan ibarst kitabs fragmenti yazilmugdir:

Qarabaglar memarhq kompleksinin asasmi 2dan
tirbonin do uzerinds insa edildiyi zaman goxlu kitabaler
yazinusdir. Ancag bu kitabalor zaman kegdikes b quv-
valerin tesirindon gichi $akilds agmmaya maraz galmis,
cox hissasi mahv olmusdur. Tirbanin sathi biittmlikle
hondasi ornamenti xatirladan kufi ve nasx xatli kitabaler ilo
biszadilmisdir. Bu kitabalorin hanus: Quran ayalasr va dini
varakterli kalamlardir. Tiirbanin govdasindaki kitabalsrn
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yazilmasinda firuzayi kasili vo qirmizi rengli karpiclorden
istifade edilmisdir. Kerpiclar 1322-ci ildas insa edilmis Bardas
tlirbesinde oldugu kimi saquli ve tiftiqi istigamatda hortilmiis
vo areb dilinde kitabaler amoals gatirilmisdir.

Qeyd olunan bu kitabslarden slave ttirbs tizerinds basqa
kitabslor ds olmusdur. Ancag zaman kecdikce giiclii asin-
diglar1 ve ya gesden mshv edildiklsri tictin onlar1 oxumagq
mumkiin deyildir. Tarix tizra falsafa doktoru S.Ksrimzadas
tirbenin conub portalinin bas tarsafinds galmis kitabanin iz-
larins ssasan miayyoan etmisdir ki, abids Bards tiirbasinin
memari olan nax¢ivanl Oyyub sl-Hatiz oglu Shmadin isidir.
Alim bu hagda yazir: “Canub portalda yerlagan acirimin iis-
tundaki dordbucagli i¢erisinde hazirda izi galmis bir sira
yazilara tesaduif edilmisdir. Bu izlerds “naxc¢ivanli 9yyub
ol-Hafiz oglu ©hmadin isidir” sozlarini oxumusug. Kitabanin
ovvelinde “Ohmoad” ve axirinda ise “Olhatiz” sozlsrinin
izlori nisbaton aydin oxundugundan yaqin etmisik ki, Qara-
baglar tlirbasinin ustas1 da Qyyub sl-Hafiz oglu memar
ohmaddir” (7, s. 75). Alim hamgcinin abidani Azsrbaycanin
basqa memarliq abidalari ile miigayiss edarsak onun Hiilakii

hokmdari ©bu Seid Bahadir xanin zamaninda (1316-1335-ci
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illar), 1332-1337-ci illar arasinda insa edildiyi naticasine gol-
misdir (7, s. 77). Azarbaycan Sovet Ensiklopediyasimin 1980-c1
ilde nasr olunmus IV cildinds (3, s. 255) da bu fikir geyd
olunmusdur.

Bu fikri bazi qaynaglarda verilon malumatlar da tesdiq
edir. 1836-c1 ils aid olan rus dilli bir manbada geyd edilir ki,
tlirbo tizerinde onun Bahadir xan terafindon inga edildiyini
gostoran kitaba olmusdur (17, s. 337). Demsli, Nax¢ivan
bolgasi 1828-ci ilds Rusiyaya ilhaq edildikden sonra sraziys
golon rus tadqgiqatcilart ve moemurlart abidenin tzerinds
onun insa tarixi hagginda melumat versn kitabs gormuslar.

— ES.) olarken Bahadir xan tersfinden insa etdirilmisdir.
Qullenin yaxinliginda, ehtimal ki, mascide xidmat edon
yliksok minarslari olan gapi yerlssir” (17, s. 337). Manbads
ad1 geyd olunan Bahadir xan 1316-1335-ci illerds Hiilakiilar
dovlstini idars etmis ©bu Seid Bahadir xandir. Manbanin
moalumatinda bagqa bir yalnisliq da vardir. Bizcs, abide ©bu
Soid Bahadir xan terafindan deyil, onun zamaninda insa et-
dirilmisdir. Ancaq bu kitabs zemanaemizadok kecon miiddat
orzinds mahv olmus, indiyadak galib catmamisdir. Manbeanin
moalumatina ssasen deya bilarik ki, bu memarliq kompleksinda
mascid do var imis. Bunu rus alimi V.M.Sisoyevin Tiirbs
Kompleksi hagqinda danigarken verdiyi malumat da tesdiq
edir. Alim yazir ki, komplekss baxis zamani ve malumat
toplanmasinda bizs savadli adamlardan kend mektebinin
mudiri, muallim Sbutalib Slifxanbayov ve molla Seyxali
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Qurbanzads komoak etdilar. ... Yashilar bildirdilar ki, tirbae ila
minaranin arasindaki saha kegmisdo miuigaddas sayilmis va
Came moascidi adlandirilmisdir (19, s. 113).

Tiirbanin memarliq xiisusiyystlari, kitabslarinin yerins
yetirilmasi texnikasi, oxsarlig1 vo s. alamatlari gosterir ki,
abids hagigaton Barda tiirbasinin memar:i Ohmad Naxgivani
torafinden XIV asrin [ yarisinda inga edilmisdir. Daha moh-
tosom olmasi, yetkinliyi, 9zomati, badii memarliq cohatden
g0zalliyi vo digar xlisusiyyatlarine asasen geyd etmoak olar
ki, Qarabaglar tiirbasi Barda tiirbasinin ingasinin basa catdig;
1322-ci ilden sonraki dovrds, memarin yasinin vo senatinin
kamillik ¢aglarinda, XIV ytzilliyin 30-cu illerinde yaradil-

Har terafden akin sahoaleri ilo
shate olunmusdur. Asni ¢ay1 yasayis yerini iki hissayas ayirir.
Onun yaxinliginda xeyli su manbayi vardir. Yagayis yerinin
markazi hissesinde Naringala yerlasir. Naringalanin divarlari
kobud yonulmus coxtonlu daslardan barkidici mahlul ol-
madan tikilmisdir. Naringala otrafinda salinmis yasayis
binalar: iri daslardan horiilmiis divarla shats olunmusdur.
Istar Naringalada, istorss do ondan kenarda dordkiinc va
dairavi formali bina galiglarina tesadiif olunur. Qalanin ssas
girisi conub torafdon gayalarin arasinda salinmigdir. Girigin
sol tarafinda ayri vo kasisen xatlerden ibarst qayatistu tesvirs
tosadiif edilmis, lakin gaya pargalandigindan onun kompo-
zisiyasini tam miiayyen etmak mumkiin olmamisdir.

Madoani tebaqge kiil garisiqg torpaq laylarindan ibaret
olub, keramika amok alatlori, tikinti galiglari, ostoloji mate-
riallar vo s. maddi-madeniyyst niimunsleri ils zengindir.

Qalacigdan agkar olunmus gil memulati Nax¢ivanin
Tunc vo Damir dovri abidalori ticlin xarakterikdir.

Yasayis yerindan tosad{iifon tapilmis {i¢ tunc agya xtisusile
maraq dogurur. Onlar kasik ticbucaq sakilli olan bilsrzik
formasinda olub tokme tisulu ile hazirlanmisdir. Onlarin
sathi hendesi ornamentls naxiglanmis, digarinin tizerinda
isa bitki tosviri verilmisdir. Tadqiqétgﬂarm fikrinco, bu as-
yalardan miibadila vasitesi kimi istifads olunmusgdur.

Askar olunmus arxeoloji materiallarin bir gismi tuncdan
hazirlanmisdir. Onlar silah ve bazaklardan ibaratdir.

Skeletsiz gabirlar Naxcivan arazisinds hamg¢inin Sahtax-
tinda miisahids olunmusdur. Tadqigat gosterir ki, bu ctir
nekropollar Orta ve Son Tunc dovrlari tigiin xarakterik ol-
dugundan I Qarabaglar nekropolu e.s. III-I minilliklore aid
edilir.

II Qarabaglar nekropolu Qalaciq yasayis yerindan ce-
nubda yerlagir.

Birinci nekropoldan fargli olaraq bu
nekropolda insan skeletinin qaliglarina tesadiif olunmusdur.
Nekropolda aparilan tadgigatlar zamani Son Tunc ve Erken
Damir dovru ticun xarakterik olan gil gablar ve tunc asyalar
oldo edilmisdir.

Askar olunmus maddi-madaniyyst galiglarinin analizins
osason Qulaglitepa e.s. III-I minilliklars aid edilir.

Babatapa yasayis yeri. Erkon Domir dovruntn abidesidir.
1983-cti ilde geyda alinmis abide Yurd¢u kendinden 1 km
gorbdas, cox da hiindiir olmayan tepa tizerinds yerlagarak
conub-garb ve conub-sargds doars ilo moahdudlasir, simalda
iso ensiz zolaq soklinds imumi dag silsilesi ilo slagelenir.
Sahasi 0,5 hektardir. Madani tebags olduqca az saxlanmisdir.
Bozi yerlarda kiil ve clirtintii galiglarindan ibarst olan tebe-
gonin galinlig: 50 sm-a catir. Asinma naticesinds moadani to -
bagonin tist laylar: tamamils dagidilmis, maddi-madaniyyast
qaliglar: atrafa sopalonmisdir.

Onlar oldugqca ytiksak sanatkarligla diizeldilmisdir.

Sordabenin avadanligi Yaxin Serq Azerbaycanin Demir
dovri abidelari arasinda 6ztine genis oxsarlar tapir.

Lakin sardabadan agkar olunmus gil gablar, bazak agyalar:
Azarbaycanin Demir dovrii abidslari tigtin xarakterikdir.

Bu abide Naxcivan MR arazisinda askar edilmis yegans
sardabadir. Oradan agkar edilmis gil memulati ve bazak as-
yalar1 e.a.

Qarabaglarin yerlasdiyi alverisli tabii-
cografi sorait, eyni zamanda strateji movge qodim dovrlerden
burada insanlarin maskunlagsmasina gorait yaratmisdir. Man-
balors asasen demok olar ki, bura tarixin erken caglarinda
Azoarbaycan tluirklorinin meskunlasdigi, oguz turklsrinin
godim moadsniyyast markszlarindeon biri olmusdur.

Sehar ¢ox abaddir, strafinda
ucsuz — bucaqgsiz miinbit diizenlik yerlasir. Bizim xidmotgilor
soharin i¢cinde 40-a gadar minars sayiblar. Stikiir Allaha, bu
soharda iglimin va suyun yaxsilig1 bizim shvalimizi qaydaya
saldi. Deyilonlore gore, burada bagi ve tiziimlukleri olan
10 000-a gedar ev, 70 mehrab, minarali 40 came var. Karvansara,
hamam ve bazarlar da coxdur. Onlarin say1 artmagda davam
edir. Bura bolluq diyaridir. Sehards gezerken Yazdanqulu
adli bir bagban bizs 26 cesid dadli armud gatirdi.

Tosvirdan balli olur ki, gozal evlar, diqgesti goken bag-
bagat, zongin matbax madaniyysti movcud olmaqla agpaz-
larin dini mensubiyyatina ciddi onam verilmaklo onlarin
hamisi islam dinins mensub olanlardir. O dovrdes Qarabaglar
boyiik ipak yolu tizerinda asas ticarat markezlerinden biri
olmusdur. Biitiin bunlarin fonunda digqgetimizi ¢gaken vo
bizi diistindiiran bir magam da movcuddur. Taqriben 70 il

Toplanmis etnoqgrafik
materiallara, tarixi manbalars, statistik malumatlara asasla-

(aprelin 15-i) ¢ixana gadar hayata kegirilirdi. Sogani ekdikden
sonra oan azi 4-5 dafe soto ilo kaglayardﬂar okilandan sonra
bir neca dafa su verilirdi ki, onlardan I su “torpaq”, I su “ls-
lov”, III su “doganaq” suyu adlanir. Sogan sentyabr ayinin
15-20-ds ¢ixarilir, bas hissesini kesib qurudurlar.

Tesorruifat hoyatindan danisarken bagciliq tesarriifat:
hagqinda da mealumat vermak istordik. Orta asr tiirk say-
yahlarindan O.Calabi burada (Qarabaglar gohoari) coxlu
meyve agaclarinin oldugunu geyd edir.

Bunlarla yanagi, Sahbuz bolgesinin
Kec¢oldag yaylaglarina, Daralayozin Guluduzi, Cul ve diger
srazilsrinds yerlason Qobirli, Yaz1 yurdu, Matem agaci, Hasarh
yaylaglarina gedirdiler. Hazirda Qarabaglar kendinin asas
yaylaglar1 Qanligol ve Kegaldag orazilarinds yerlasir. Yaylaglar
Boydili, Almardli, Gliney, Gult, Yurqunluq deyilon yurd
yerlori olmusdur. Els ki havalar soyudu yaylagdan arana
enardiler. Arana enan zaman yaylagdakilar yaxinlari tigltin
sor, kors, dastana hazirlayib gotirordilor. Yaylagdan arana
enandan sonra qislaglara gedordilar. Qarabaglar kend shalisinin
qislaglar1 Qazma, Damlama ve s. olmusdur. Mart ayindan
dolcaklara: Memmadal golii, Iydali, Qazma iydali, Zal agils,
Yaniq ve Sopards gedardilar. Dol ayini qarabaglarlilar adsten
ou dolceklards kecirardilsr. Qoyunculuq teserrifatinda xtisusen,
Mazix (qizil goyun) ve balbas qoyunlar: saxlanilardi.

Tasarriifat hayatindan bahs edarken davaciliyi do geyd
etmok lazimdir. Bolgada az da olsa dave saxlanilmigdir. Das-
vaden hem kog, ham da ticarat zaman ytiklorin daginmasinda
istifads edilmisdir.

XIII yiizilliklorin avvellarindan
baslayaraq Mongqol istilalari naticesinde Iranda, o ciimladan
Azorbaycanda bag veran dagintilardan sonra 6lkenin igtisa-
diyyati ve madeniyyasti Elxanilarin hakimiyyate gelmesinden
qisa bir zaman sonra dir¢almaya basladi. Memarliq islarine
verilon dastek Arqun oglu Qazan xanin 1295-ci ilds taxta
cixmasl ile daha da giiclandirildi.

Qullavar tiirbalarin yaranmasi, formalasma dovrii, “in-
tensiv bicimlenmas ¢ag1 XI-XII yiizilliklorde Salcuq imperi-
yasinin htidudlar (1, s. 83) daxilinde getmis, formalari,
qurulug ve kompozisiyalar: tokmillagmis, XIII yiizilliklorin
sonlarindan baglayaraq Elxaniler dovriinds yeni formada
inkisaf etmisdir. '

Elxani hokmdarlarindan Qazan xan XIII ytizilliyin so-
nunda Tebrizds, onun gardasi ve ardicili, Olcaytu Mahammad
Xudabanda (1304-1316) Sultaniyeds 6zlari tictin tiirbalar
ucaltmisdilar.

Azarbaycanda Elxanilar dovriiniin xatirs tiirbalori ara-
sinda Qarabaglar tiirbesi (sokil 1) 6ztinemexsus yer tutur.
Qarabaglar tiirbasi Qazan xanin qardags: Olcaytu xanin oglu
obu Saidin (1316-1335) dovriinds Elxani hokmdar: Hiilakii
xanin arvadi olan, 6liim tarixi bilinmeyen Qudi Xatimin
sorofine inga edilmisdir. Beloalikls, indi Naxc¢ivan Muxtar
Respublikasinin Kengarli rayonunda, Qarabaglar kendinda
yerlagan Qarabaglar tiirbasinin insa tarixi Cingiz xanin nas-
linden olan ©bu Ssidin dovriinds insa edilmisdir ki, bu
tarix ds XIV asrin I yarisina diistir.

Ttrbsanin memarliq qurulusunun tadqiqi. Tiirbs planda
diizgiin onikibucaqli formasinda olub ikigath kameradan
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ibarotdir. Tiirbenin iist silindrik gévdosi divar konstruksiyas:
ilo tizvi sokilda birlosmis haldadir. Xarice ¢ixmig yarimsilindrik
govdasi siitunlar formasinda hall edilmigdir. Planda diizgun
12 bucagl formada hall edilmis yarimsilindrik stitunlardan
ibarat divar konstruksiyasmnin qalinligi 1,25 metr, yarimsi-
lindrik stitunlarin radiusu 0,5 metrdir. Tiirbonin faza forma-
sinin grafik analizi diizgiin altibucaqli ve bu moanbadan ya-
ranan miitonasiblik sistemine asaslanir (3, s. 50; 4, s. 91-92).

Tiirbanin kasiyinin grafiki analizi yeralti sardaba hissanin,
yeriistii kameranin vo planim miiayyen etmaya imkan verir
(5, s. 409-410). Tiirbanin yeralt: soardabs hissasinin ve yerustu
kamerasmin giinbazleri ellips formali taggakilli ayrilorden
ibaratdir. Tiirbenin yeriistii kamerasimn daxili hissesi taxgalar
soklinda hall edilmisdir. Taxcalar yuxaridan ¢atma tag ayrilari
ilo tamamlanur.

Tiirbanin sethindaki naxislarin tadqiqi. Orta asr mu-
salman Serginin memarliq abidalarinds oldugu kimi Qara-
baglar tiirbasinin do sathi naxis elementlori ils six doldurul-
musdur. Orta asr miiselman Sarqinds memarliq abidalori
{izorinda olan naxiglari ii¢ qrupa bolmak olar:

Ttlirbs portalinda comlagen, naxis elementi kimi seman-
tikas1 billnmayon handasi fiqurlardan yaranan hendasi orna -
mentlorden ikisinin tedqiqi maraqhdir. indi itmak tehliikesinda
olan bels naxislarin grafik analizinin bu baximdan ne qadar
shamiyyaetli oldugunu izah etmayo ehtiyac yoxdur (sokil 20).

1-ci ornamentin qrafik analizi. Handasi naxig ¢esnisini
diggetle nozardan kecirdikds ilk baxigsda diggati cslb edan
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ornamentin simmetriya yaradan oasas fiqurlarinin markozlori
diizgun altibucaglinin teps ndqtalarinda yerlogson diizgiin
12 bucaqli ulduzlar ve onlarin aralarinda yerlogon diizgiin 9
bucaqli ulduzlar oldugunu gortiriik (5, s. 417).

Nozari olaraq dlizglin ¢oxbucaglilar i¢arisinds diizgiin
9 bucaqlinin pargar ve xatkesla qurulma yolu yoxdur. Bu
sobabdan son derace deaqiq handasi qurmalara ssaslanan
Orta asr Selcuq dovrii miisalman memarliginda handesi or-
namentlarin qurulusunda diizgiin 9 bucaqliya rast golmirik.
Qarabaglar ttirbesinda rast galinen bu handoesi naxis yeni
olub, naxiglar nazeariyyesinin inkisafinda iraliye dogru ad-
dimdir. Diizgiin 9 bucaqlilar ornamental miistovinin asas fi-
qurunu tagkil edan diizgiin 12 bucaglinin funksiyas: kimi
tozahtir edir. Belalikls, handasi naxiglarin qurma yolu -
istifade edacayimiz miitonasiblik prinsipi aydinlasir:

- Birinci marhoaladoe ¢evrs daxiline diizgiin altibucaql
¢cokilir. '

- Ikinci morholads iki dafe daxile ke¢cmak yolu ils
cevra daxiline ¢okilmis diizgilin altibucaqli daxilinde gefes
sistemi alinir. Belslikls, ¢evra daxilinds 3 adad diizgiin on-
ikibucaqli sistem alinir. Ornamental gefesin ssas fiquru
olan diizgiin 12 bucagl ulduzun radiusunu almaq tigiin
moarkazs daha yaxin olan diizgiin 12 bucaglinin har bir to-
pasini 0zundon sonra 3-cii ile birlesdiririk. Naticeds orna-
mental gafes daxilinds yeni bir diizglin 12 bucaql sistem
alimir ki, bu da diizgiin 12 bucaqli ulduzu mueyyen edir.

- Uciincii moarhoalads artiq radiuslari ve moerkezlori
bilinen cevralor daxilinds 9 bucaqlt ve 12 bucagh ulduz
fiqurunu qururug.

- Dordiincti moarhaloeda diizgiin altibucagl gefas daxilinds
bu ulduz doqquz va onikibucaqli fiqurlarin miisyyen etdiyi
handasi naxisin qurulusu alinir.

- Besinci moarhalads diizglin altibucagl sistema malik
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olan stia gafesi daxilinds qurma xatlari olmadan hendasi or-
namentin kompozisiyasi ilo miistovi sathini tam Orte bilirik.
Malumdur ki, mistevini diizgiin altibucaql: sistem ilo tam
ortmak olar.

Tadgiq etdiyimiz handasi naxigin miitenasibliyi diizgun
altibucagli ve bu manbaden yaranan miitonasiblik sistemi
ilo miiayyen olunur.

Notico etibari ilo bu sistemin miitenasibliyi cobri olaraq
rasional 1, 2 vo irrasional oadadlari ilo muayysn olunur.
Arasdirma zaman ikigat diizgiin heksaqonal sistemi xtisusils
geyd etmoliyik.

Tiirbanin arab slifbasindan diizaldilmis handasi ozr-
namentlari hagqinda. Salcuqglar ve Elxanilor dovruntin me-
marliq bezeyini miiqayise etdikds goriiriik ki, agoer Salcuglar
dovriinds naxis elementi kimi handasi fiqurlardan yaranan
naxislar aparici xarakter dasiyirdisa, Elxaniler dovrinda
arab grafikasindan diizealdilmis handasi ornamentlor tistiinliik
toskil edir.

Onlarin texnikasi ile dekorativ sathda
rongli, kvadrat karpicler yerlasdirilmis, miigeddes adlar, dua -
lar, “Allah”, “Mahammad” va “Oli” kalmaleri iglonmisdir.

Biz bunu Elxanilor dévriindas insa olunan Sultaniyedaki
Olcaytu tiirbasinin giillesinds, Orta Iranda Natanzda dévriin
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gorkemli Stihraverdi seyxi ©diissamadin (1299-cu ilda 6liib)
1307-ci ilds inga edilon mazar tiirbasinin piramidal giinbazinds,
Barda turbasinin (1322-ci il) silindrik sathinds ve Naxcivan
sohorinds XVIII asrin avvellerinds insa edilon Imamzadas
tlrbesinin tist yarimsilindrik govdesinde daha aydin goriiriik
ki, bu da homin ornamentin Elxanilor dovriindon basladigini
gostorir.

Qarabaglar tiirbasinin gévdasini teskil eden yarim-
silindrlarin sathi demak olar ki, tamamila bels naxislarla or-
tilmisdir (6, s. 31). “Agihim” halda gosterilon saquli-iifiigi
istiqamatds yarim ve tam sirli bigmis kerpiclarin amalo
goldiyi naxis kompozisiyasina oxsar kitabanin torciimasi be-
ladir: “La ilaha illallah, Mithemmadon rasullallah”. “Allahdan
basqa Allah yoxdur. Mehammad — Allahin ona salavati olsun
— Allahin el¢isidir!” (7, s. 51).

Apardigimiz tadqiqat gostarir ki, Qarabaglar tiirbasinin
inga tarixi XIV asrin birinci yarisinin ortalarina diisiir.

The territory of Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic is rich
with material-cultural examples and monuments belong to our
people. One of these monuments is Garabaghlar Tomb Complex.

Twin minarets headspan and tomb has reached nowadays
from the complex situated in Garabaghlar village of Kangarli
region and it is belong to the XII-XIV centuries. The monument
keeps the progressive traditions of memorial architecture of
Azerbaijan and it is also the continuation of Ajami Nakhchivani's
architecture school for its structure and similar characters and
the same time the example of architect Ahmad Nakhchivani's
creative work.

The tomb shows that Garabaghlar was one of the developed
- cultural center and the greatest cities of Azerbaijan in the
Middle Ages. Following the paragraph 22 of part II of Article
5 of the Constitution of Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic to
preserve the Garabaghlar Tomb Complex as a world importance
monument I decree:

1. State Committee of Urban Development and Architecture
of Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic together with
Nakhchivan Branch of Azerbaijan National Academy of
Science has to prepare a research project on restoration of
Garabaghlar Tomb Complex and ensure carrying out of
the restoration works in accordance with this project.

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GARABAGHLAR TOMB IN HISTORICAL SOURCES

About the etymology of “Garabaghlar” word. In our
republic there exist some geographical names as Garabagh,
Garabak, Garabaghlar settlements — villages formed from
the word of “Garabagh”. The researchers explain the ety-
mology of this word in different aspect. They say that the
word Garabak consist of the words gara (big, gaint) and bak
(in ancient Turkish it means “people”, “tribe”, “generation”).
Majority of the researchers avow that “Garabagh” is a
Turkish origin word. Professor V.Piriyev attracts attention
to the words “gara” and “bagh” which are consist of
“Garabagh” and emphasized that the expressions of “gara”
(adjective) and “bagh” (noun) are formed the compound
component Garabagh place name (18, p.92). According to
author's words in Azerbaijani and also the other Turkish
languages the word “gara” not only expresses colour, also it
has the meanings of “thich”, “rank”, “big, large”, “smart
(deep dark)”. Due to this the term “Garabagh” so what
“oara bagh” expresses the meanings of “large garden”,
“thick garden”, “rank garden”, “grateful garden” and etc.
As it is known there exist a tribe named garabagh in the
composition of ancient kangar-pechenegs. Still the beginning
of our era pechenegs have been lived in Azerbaijan (1, p.18).

Kangarlies are the aborigines and one of the oldest tribes
of Nakhchivan. According to V.G.Grigoryev s writings “In
the 30 years of the XIX centuries kagarlies who played an
important role in socio-political life of Nakhchivan consist
of 20 tribes as Yurtchu, Gumushlu, Khalkhalli, Garakhanbayli,
Aghabayli, Jighatayli, Garajali, Billiji, Garatulagli, Gejalar,
Sarvanlar, Shahbanli, Alikhanli, Arovanli, Salaychi, Gizillj,
Pirkhakhanli, Gizil Gishlagli, Kalfirli, Garabaghlar” (23,
p.32), “together with Sofulu and Garadolag tribes they

divided into 120 division”. These tribes and divisions of
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Kangarli got abroad of Nakhchivan city and surrounding
villages and also the other zones of Azerbaijan. So the
Yurtchu division of the tribe inhabited in Yurdchu and Jahri,
Gumushlu division in Khok and Shahtakhti, Khalkhalli di-
vision Vaykhir, the divisions of Aghabayli, Jaghatayli, Garajali,
Billiji, Garatulaghi, Gejalar, Sarvanlar, Shahbanli, Alikhanli
in Nakhchivan city, Arovanli in Karimbayli Diza, Salaychi
division in Nahajir, Kulus, Mahmudoba, Gizilli division in
Kultapa, Pirkhakhanli division in Gahab, Gizili Gishlag di-
vision in Bulgan, Kalfirli division in Turkesh and Salasuz,
but Garabaghli division inhabited in Garabaghlar (23, p.32).

The author of the X century Konstantin Bagryanorod
had written that one of the tribe of pechenegs lived in the
fields of South-East Europe is called Garabay (22, p.237).
The turkologists determined that the consonant of “y” exist
in ancient pecheneg language substituted the consonant of
“q” in other turkish languages. (23, p.32). Therefor the
etnonym of Garabay must be read as “Garabagh”.

The spread area of Garabagh and Garabaghlar toponym
are wide. In our republic some oykonyms and a large territory
named after with this words. According to B.Budagov's and
G.Geybullayev's writings still in 1590* year there exist Ashagi
Garabaghlar and Yukhari Garabaghlar villages in the areas
of Vedi and Agjagala of Ravan province, in 1728 year
Garabagh village in Maku area of Iravan province, in 1828-
1832"¢ years Garabaghlar village in Iravan khanate and Vedi
region, thus in XIX century there were 5 villages named
Garabaghlar in the territories of South Caucasia (6, p. 137,
178-179, 281). In XVIII century the khan of Garabagh khanate
Panahali khan has moved the families belong to the Garabagh-
lar division of kangarli tribe to Garabagh. In there these tribe
divided to Pirhasanli, Gizilli and Khoruzlu divisions and

spread the territories of Guba, Davcachi, Goychay etc.
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Therefore the name Of Garabaghlar belong to Kangarli
tribe union and means “a great part of Kangarli”, “the po-
werful, mighty part of kangarli” and the local facts approve
this thought. Thus in historically the village of Garabaghlar
and its surroundings is named Kangarli area, the villages
situated in this territory is named Kangarli villages. Because
majority of the people who lived in Khok region are
Azerbaijani and a great part of them are belong to Kangarli
tribes and the Garabaghlar branch of this tribe is inhabited
in the same named village (23, p.32). So the name of Garabagh-
lar village is formed from Garabagh tribe name. Therefore
Garabaghlar reflects the name of Garabagh tribe of anc1ent
Turkic origin pechenegs (5, p.81).

Historical sources about Garabaghlar village. Garabaghlar
village of Kangarli region is one of the most ancient settlement
of Azerbaijan. A settlement (about 40 ha space) belong to the
II millennium and the beginning of the I millenium B.C. has
been educed in Galajig named territory which is situated on
the north-west of the village (2, p.48). In here the bronze
finery things, broken painted pottery, the ruin of buildings
which were built with a great rock hunks in four-cornered
or ellipse forms has been found. Horse or ram form garvestone
monuments has been educed in the ancient cemetery of
Garabaghlar. Garabaghlar village is one of the most ancient
settlemet and in the Middle Ages of our history it became
one of the oldest cities of Azerbaijan.

According to some sources the city was established by
in the X1l century (16, p.42). In that and the next period the
city was one of the important socio-economical and political
center of Azerbaiian.

As it was sfruatcd on the important caravan roads the
craftsmanship, trade, economical life has been highly devel-
oped. The splendid architectural monuments — the tombs
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and minarets prove that during XII-XIV centuries Garabaghlar
was a great city. The forming and development period of
Garabaghlar as a city is exposed to governance of Hulaku
state. In the XVI century though the Garabaghlar city suffer
great destructions but it didn't lose its centre status of the
region. But the same majority part of the city were consist of
ruins. The first Ottomans administration period (1587-1603)
the has been degraded the reason of the abandonement and
even it was noted as a village name in “Comprehensive
book of Iravan province” which was written 1590%" year (11,
p.144).

In the Middle Ages Garabaghlar city has been attrected
the attetion of some prominent travellers, historians, geograpgy
studies. In the works of many famous travellers of Middle
Ages there exist an interesting and important information
about the fine climate, population, historical monuments of
the city. The prominent scientist and travellers as Nizamaddin
Shami, Ibrahim Afandi Pechevi, Ovliya Chelebi, F.Rashidaddin,
N.Khanikov, Moryer, I.Shopen, I.Tavernye have been given
many value information about Garabaghlar.

The famous chronographer of the XV century Nizam-
madin Shami dealt with about Garanaghlar in his “Zafar-
name” (“Victory book”) work. Nizammadin Shami attended
the prominent conqueror of Middle Ages Amir Timur's
campaigns and has been alive witness of the historical
events. In his “Zafarname” work in the chapter of “Amir
limur's returning from India” the author notes that Timur
stayed in Garabaghlar and describes that event as following:
“After Timur returned form India to Samargand the capital
of his state got information that georgian an armenian
soldiers encroach to Iran country, especially Azerbaijan
territories and the people of those lands suffer from these
aggression. Due to this reason in 802 year (chronology of
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Christianity in 1399-1400 — .H.) he sent his Amir Humayun
to Khorasan. He passed from Sultaniyya and came to
Garabaghlar of Tabriz with his army and occupied the
deserts with his tents and flags and inspect his army and
gave them gifts and meal for to eat...” (20, p.13).

Nizamaddin Shami's writings about this city is ratified
with O.Chalibi's information after 300 years. He writes:
“binur (none halo- I.H.) Timur has been stayed in Garabaghlar
with his great army during five months”

The well-known turkic historian Ibrahim Afandi Pechevi
dealt with about Garabaghlar in his “History” work. In the
XVI-XVII centuries Ibrahim Pechevi gives information about
the life of the population, trade and craftsmanship activity
of this great Azerbaijan city. He shows that during his
period Garabaghlar was a great province. So what Garabaghlar
was consist of the city and surrounding areas which were
complied to it (20, p.14).

The other english traveller Moryer assimilate the ruins
exist in Garabaghlar to the architectural monument of ancient
[ranina city Persepol (10, p.57; 20, p.14). The correspondent
member of ANAS V.Aliyev treated to Moryers comperative
assimilate between the ruins of Garabaghlar and the monu-
ments of Persopel (Takhti Jamshid — I.H.) belong to Ahamani
empire and writes: “Certainly here exist a hyuperbole. It is
impossible to compare the Middle Age moslem monuments
of Garabaghlar with the monuments of Persepol the capital
of Ahamani empire. Maybe Moryer dealt with the most
ancient monuments of Garabaghlar... ” (10, p.57). The other
aspect the archaeologist-scientist says: “... really result of
the archaelogical researches in here it was occured to the
ruins belong to the ancient times”

The well-known turkish traveller of the XVII century
Ovliya Chalabi in his first travel (1646-1647" years) to
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Azerbaijan widely dealt with “Description of the Greatest
Garabaghlar city ”: “Firstly this city has been established by
Manuchor. It is an ancient city; nowdays it is a separately
sultanate. In ancient times it was a great city. In 1012 (1603th
year) during the reign of the Third Mahammad khan it was
under the rule of Ottomans but Ajam has been overcame. In
the date of 1045 (1635th year) Revan conqueror, during the
reign of Murad khan after the occupation of Revan came to
this city with his great army but unfortunately they destroyed
this Eden like city, the ruins of the city is still standing” (17,
p.42-43). As it seem in his “Sayahatname” (“Travel book”)
work O.Chalabi has been described Garabaghlar as a great
city. According to his information in the XVII century about
50 thousand population were living in Garabaghlar; in the
there were 10 thousand houses, 70 mosques, 40 minarets,
caravanserais, bathrooms, marketplaces and etc. Ovliya
Chalabi speaks about the climate, gardens, fruits, tasty of
meals of the city with great pleasure: “Swear to God we en-
joyed the climate of the city rode on our horses with my
friends and began to look at the beauty of the city... We were
meeting a nice looking boys and girls. There is no so tasty
meals, drinks and fruits look like of this city in other provices.
It we say Gara baghlar for me it will be true. During we
were walking with ambassodor in a garden we met a
gardener by name Yazdan Gulu and he brought us twenty
six kind of juicy pear... The pears are so juicy and tasty
during eating certainly its juice wash on you as a syrop...in
its greatest markets the plovs cooking from Revan rice by a
holy and honestly cookers smell very fine and delicous. The
worker are vero tidy and prety. Because all of them are
moslem” (17, p.43).

In Azerbaijan Safavids state during Azerbaijan baylarbaylik
period Nakhchivan country was consist of 12 provinces and

a sultanate. The following provinces were exist in Nakhchivan
country: Nakhchivan, Sharur, Daralayaz, Bazarchay, Mavaziyi-
Khatin, Mulki-Arslan, Dara-Shahbuz, Alinja, Sisajan, Azadjiran,
Shorlut, Darasham. But Garabaghlar area was a sultanate
under the reign of Nakhchivan country. During the first Ot-
toman administration Garabaghlar sultanate became one of
the provinces of Nakhchivan sanjag. During this period
Garabaghlar province was consist of 6 villages and 2 mazras.

Frenchman I.Shopen who was busy with the investigation
of the history and geography of Iravan and Nakhchivan
khanates gave information about Garabaghlar city, its class-
society and ethnicity, folklore and art, economy in his work
named “The condition of the historical monuments of
Armenia province during its annexion to Russian empire”.
[.Shopen could described the oldest position of this ancient
country before its annexion to Russia (24).

There exist a widely information about Garabaghlar in
V.Grigoryev's work named “Statistical description of Nakhchivan
province” published in Saint-Petersburg in 1833 (23). It is
possible to get a value information about the people of Garabagh-
lar, the name and capacity of the taxes from this work.

Sources about Garabaghlar Tomb Complex. Garabaghlar
Tomb Complex consists of twin minarets, headspan between
them, the remains of religious building and tomb. Two of
these monuments - twin minarets headspan and tomb could
kept till nowadays. The Tomb Complex shows that Garabaghlar
was one of the most developed cultural center of Azerbaijan
in the Middle Ages. Each monument has its special place,
position and historical importance in Tomb Complex.
Garabaghlar Tomb Complex is not only Azerbaijans but also
one of the architectural pearls of Minor Asia. The Tomb
Complex was one of the greatest memory-charity complexes
named abvab-al-birr (the doors of the piety-I.H.) which their
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building were widely spread during the reign of Elkhanids.
The main building or dominant of so complexes is named
“Ali gunbad” (Supreme cupola) — high tomb and consist of
palace, mosque, madrasah, chapel, hospital, bathroom and
other buildings (7). Chairman of Supreme Mejlis of Nakhchivan
Autonomous Republic Vasif Talibov take account the historical
position, world importance monument character of Garabagh-
lar Tomb Complex among the material-cultural monuments
of our people and on the 4th of July 2016 he signed and
Decree “About the restoration and investigation of Garabaghlar
Tomb Complex”. In that decree is said: “Twin minarets
headspan and tomb of the complex which is situated in
Garabaghlar village of Kangarli region and belong to the
XII-XIV centuries could reached to our days. The monument
keeps the progressive traditions of memorial architecture of
Azerbaijan and it is also the continuation of Ajami
Nakhchivani's architecture school for its structure and similar
characters and the same time the example of architect Ahmad
Nakhchivani's creative work ” (15, p.11).

The sources and specialists note that the twin minarets
has been built in XII-XIII centuries, the headspan in the XIV
century and the tomb during 1332-1337th years (2, p. 48; 8,
p. 57). According to its method and building engineering
the building history of the tomb is attributed to Hulaku
ruler Abu Said Bahadir khan reign years (1319-1335).

The investigators M.Mirheydarzada, A.Salamzada,
M.Useynov, L.Bretanitski, K. Mammadzada, A.Alasgarzada,
V.Sisoyev, T.Yazar, J.Giyasi, S.Karimzada, Sh.Mammadova
have been said interesting idea and consideration about
Garabaghlar Tomb Comlex and they had some specifies
about the history of the monuments.

Itis presume that the twin minarets entered the Garabaghlar
architectural complex has been built at the end of the
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XII century. About 30 metres distance from the tomb there
are two twin minarets ascend that their height is about
17 metres. The square form excavation has been made the
lower part of the minarets. The surface of the minarets were
decorated with green painted bricks. There are spiral stairs
in both minarets. These minarets are the most ancient brick
minarets in Azerbaijan territories. The headspan itself is not
only our country's but also the earliest examples of twin
minarets headspan in all Islamic countries architecture. The
headspan of Garabaghlar is rare monument. The head-span
is a value work of art for its nice compisition and tenuous ar-
chitectural decoration. The uppur headspan which joins the
minarets is belong to the XIV century. Since the name of
Gudi khatin, wife of Hulaku khan, Elkhanid ruler was written
on the headspan It is supposed that the tomb had been built
according to the order of Gudi khatin (13, p. 248, 253).

A.Salamzada and K.Mammadzada note that from
Elkhanids dynasty Abaka khan's wife Koday khatin 's name
is remembered in the inscription (19, p.140). The investogator
R.Aliyeva is thinking so too (9, p.66)./ In Azerbaijan Soviet
encyclopaedia it is sowed that “Elkhanid ruler Hulaku
khan's wife Gudi khatin's name has been written on the
headspan and the copmlex was built on the honour of Gudi
khatin” (2, s.48). Correspondent member of ANAS ].Giyasl
also ratifies that “The tomb has been built on the honour of
Hulaku khan's wife Gudi (Guti) khatin” (7). According to
A.Alasgarzade’s mind the epithap was as following: “...Jahan
Gudi khatin ordered to build this building”. Turqay Yazar
shows that the epithap has been written with sulus writting
method and means as following “..Jahan Khoday khatin
ordered to build thebuilding” (21, p.44).

In short the showed facts and sources prove that after
the seventh prince of Elkhanids dynasty Garabaghlar tomb
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has been built according to Sultan Ahmad's mother Jahan
Guti khatin's order. In historical sources Guti khatin is re-
membered with the names of Guti, Gudi, Gutuy form. Ac-
cording to historian Fazlullah Rashidaddin's writings “She
was very clever and proficient and she had a very good po-
sition in the palace” (7). During her son Sultan Ahmad's
reign Gudi khatin administered the state herself during
1282-1284th years. Later on she could keep her greatest re-
spection and influence.

Garabaghlar tomb consist of two parts: the vault and
overground memorial monument. This monument resembled
the main features of towershaped tombs. 12 halfcylindrical
projections joining in a form of cluster on a stone rostrum
complete the overground composition of the tomb.

Working of the surface of the trunk of the tomb with so
semi cylindrical projections has not only decorative importance,
the same time it is also very important by engineer construction
aspect. The twelve shalfcylindrical projections give a mag-
nificent fortress image to the tomb by lessing the total size
of the wall. The main feature of the tomb is in its consisting
of four headspans. Four geographical direction enterance
places divide the tomb in four equal parts (12, p.21). All sur-
faces of the building covered with little glazed green and
turquoise bricks and they divides unglazed reddish surface
covering surface of the tomb into big squares on background.
The unglazed bricks arranged horizontally and prepared
rhombics. With great green bricks the words of “There is no
god but God and Mohammad is his Rasul (envoy!)” have
been written in each context of the squares.

Nakhchivan country is rich with historical and cultural
monuments. One of the construction address Garabaghlar
village and its Tomb Complex is living his second life. In ac-
cordance with the Decree of the Chairman of Supreme Mejlis
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of Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic “About the restoration
and investigation of Garabaghlar Tomb Complex” the monu
ment are restored with high level and get their earlier

beauties again.

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SYNTHESIZE THE ARCHITECTURAL ELEMENTS OF
ANCIENT AND MIDDLE AGES ON GARABAGHLAR
TOMB

The architectural monuments had been existed in the
territories of Garabaghlar village from the ancient times.
According to the investigations we can say that the circular
form architecture was characteristic for Garabaghlar in
Eneolit time. Beginning from the III millennium B.C. the
castle typed settlements had been formed in Garabaghlar
village. This settlement was surrounded with a defense wall
built of big stones without any strengthening solution. At
present the following defense fortification by name I Bazakli,
II Bazakli, Galajig, Garabaghlar castle, I Suzgunlar, II
Suzgunlar castle had been registered in the territories of the
village. It was determined that beginning of the Middle
Bronze Age four-cornered form architecture has been widely
spread in Garabaghlar territory and the houses had been
built in four-cornered form. There was a sitadel in the centre
of the castles, the houses were built combined with defense
walls. Investigation of these monuments atfirm that beginning
from Middle Bronze Ages architecture profession had been
reached highly developed level in Garabaghlar.

According to the information of the historical sources in
the Middle Ages Garabaghlar was one of the main cities of
Azerbaijan and it was an important trade and crattsmanship
centre. Find out of large settlements belong to Middle Ages
and caravanserais arround of Garabaghlar proves that here
was situated on Great Silk Way. As the city was situated on
main caravan ways which connected the Nearest East
countries with Europe the crattsmanship, trade, economical
life had been highly developed here. As it seems its name
the city had been covered with many gardens. According to
some sources the city had been established by Shirvanshah
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Manuchohr in the XII century. There are some information
that the city was established and developed during Elkhanid
reign (1258 — 1357). It is interesting that building of Garabagh-
lar tomb is exposed to that time. The researchers have been
noted that the ornamental features of the tomb had been
formed during Elkhanid reigh. Of course some part of the
ornamental motives used the designing of the surface of the
tomb are new and we never met with them on Seljuglu ar-
chitectural monuments. But in the ornamental decoration of
the tomb it was used many ornaments which have the most
ancient origin and express some semantic meanings. One of
such ornaments is nine and twelve-pointed stars. According
to our mind the different combination of geometric ornaments
had been served the forming of the nine and twelve-pointed
stars. On ornament decorations there are octagonal geometric
figures and eight-pointed stars too.

Both eight, nine and twelve-pointed stars are relaited
with astral symbols and also connected with religious beliefs
of our forefathers who were inhabited in Azerbaijan territory.
Our forefathers always worship the sky also the heavenly
bodies and sanctify them. We meet the most ancient example
of combined description of half-moon and eight-pointed
stars in the stone inscription of Anubanin the ruler of Lullubi.
There exist a description of the moon and eight-pointed star
over the head of the God. The eight-pointed star is symbolized
the female God. The eight-pointed star descriptions are exist
on the ancient work of art which had been found in Azerbaijan,
in special in Nakhchivan. In the Middle Ages these symbols
had been widely used in our architecture as a symbolic dec-
oration example. This symbol reflects the beliefs of our old
forefathers . These are the symbol of the unity, integrity and
equality of Azerbaijan people which continued thousands
of years.
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In the art of ancient Mesopatamia poly-pointed stars
had been symolized the God. Heavenly bodies, in special
worship to the stars had been reflected in monotheistic
religion. The five, six, eight, nine, twelve-pointed stars were
the symbol of various religions, sometimes sects. No doubt
during the Elkhanids reign the nine-pointed or twelve-
pointed stars have been saved and kept as the remnant of
ancient beliefs belong to the art of turkic-mongol. No doubt
the architectural monuments of Elkhanid period had been
created by indigenous masters. Because the mongols who
destroyed the economy and culture during the first mongol
attacks began to adopt the cultural achievements and Islam
result of the influence of turkic tribes, especially turkic-
moslem tribes who had been inhabited these territories from
the ancient times. In the examples of Nakhchivan architectural
schooling which has been formed before Elkhanids we met
the poly-pointed stars among the ornamental examples
found out in Alinjagala.

Choosing the nine-pointed and twelve-pointed stars can
be consider the specific features of the architecture of
Elkhanids reign.

Garbaghlar Tomb Complex consist of twin minarets,
headspan between them, the remnants of religious building
and tomb. The twin minarets are supposed by researchers
to have been built in the XII century, but the headspan
joining the minarets is about XIV century.

From their building technique it is clearly seem that the
twin minarets and headspan are belonging to different
period. It is possible to say that the headspan was added to
the twin minarets after their building. According to its
method and building technique features it is considered
that the building of the tomb have been built during Elkhanid
ruler Abu Said Bahadir s reign (1319-1335th years).
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Garabaghlar tomb consisting of the vault and overground
memory monument. The structure of the vault is original in
the middle of the dihexagonal. The walls of the vault have
been built from stone and the dome was built from bricks.
Generally in the descriptions on the rocks, in our carpets,
embroideries and architectural ornaments we can met cross
designs and all these are connected with the ancient beliefs
of Azerbaijan people. The various form of descriptions had
been used in ancient East also in Azerbaijan culture during
the VI-I millenniums BC. So type ornaments have been sym-
bolized the faith to the for sides of the world by semantic
meaning and had been used in the cultures of the East after
the adopting of the Islam. Chiristian religious had taken this
symbol from the culture of the East. Due to the vault of the
tomb proves that it is connected with ancient ideology. This
ideology is also reflected on the overground part of the
tomb. 12 halfcylindric projections joining in a form of cluster
on a stone rostrum complete the overground composition of
the tomb. The composition feature of the overground part is
its being of 4 headspans give 4 faced image to the tomb
being arranged in north, east, south, west directions. This is
also connected the faith to the four sides of the world.
Though Azerbaijan people adopted Islam they are also pro-
tected their pre-islamic beliefs. Synthesis of ancient and Me-
dieval belief in the overground parts of the tomb show itself
clearly. The surface of the tomb was covered with turquoise
glazed bricks designed with the inscriptions remembereing
geometric ornaments. The facade design of the tomb consisting
on halfcylindrics repeatedly written in the rhombics “There
is no God but God and Mohammad is his Rasul (envoy)!”.
Also This type ornament had been used in Barda tomb
which was built in 1322. Therefor some investigators noted
that the architect of Garabaghlar and Barda tombs was the
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same man. This decoration element was used on the tower
of Oljaytu tomb belong to Elkhanids reign, on the piramidal
dome of the Natanza tomb which was built in 1307 in
Middle Iran, the building belong to Sheykh Safiaddin complex
which is belong to XVI-XVII centuries, in Imamzadeh tomb
which was built in Nakhchivan at the beginning of the XVIII
century in Nakhchivan city.

No doubt continuing of this architectural decoration for
a long time so from XIV century till XVIII century affirms
that it is belong to Nakhchivan architectural schooling and
also used during Safavids reign. But we must note that
Garabaghlar tomb is differ for its construction. The composition
feature of Garabaghlar tomb is its being of 4 headspans.
Headspans surface was covered with-glazed tile and decorated
with geometric and nature designs. The upper part of the
halfcylindric consisting the rostrum of the tomb the remnants
of the inscriptions decorated with glazed bricks had been
kept. It is supposed that these inscriptions are the words
taken from Gurani Karim. It is possible to meet such type
inscriptions in architectural monuments and monumental
tomb costructions. Garabaghlar tomb had conicshaped cover.
According to experts' mind the cover consisting of 12 half-
cylindric form properly with the structure of the tomb.

According to the Decree of the Chairman of Supreme

Mejlis of Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic mister Vasif
Talibov “About the restoration and investigation of Garabagh-
lar Tomb Complex” the 4th of July 2016th year while
preparing the research project on restoration of Garabaghlar
Tomb Complex have been tried to protect and keep the
ancient and Middle Ages architectural elements, also the ar-
chitectural style of the monument.

GARBAGHLAR TOMB COMPLEX AND
ITS INSCRIPTIONS

Garabaghlar Tomb Complex one of the splendid examples
of Nakhchivan architectural schooling of Azerbaijan archi-
tecture is situated in one of the ancient settlement of the
region Garabaghlar village to the north-west at 40 km
distance from Nakhchivan city. The complex consisting the
remnants of twin minaret headspan and tomb and could
reach to nowdays. The material-cultural examples found
out from the area and the information of the medieval
written monuments shows that Garabaghlar was the ancient
city of Azerbaijan, passed a mighty period and highly de-
veloped during Middle Ages. The turkish traveller of the
XVII century Ovliya Chalabi gives an interesting information
about the city in his “Sayahatname” (“Travel book™) work.
The traveller writes Garabaghlar is a city which was established
by Manuchohr first time and now it is a special sultanate in
Nakhchivan territory. During Mehmet the 1II reign (1595-
1603 — F.S.) the city was under the rule of Ottomans but oc-
cupied by ajams. Nursuz Timur (Amir Timur-F.S.) spent the
winter in Garabagh with his innumerable soldiers and they
stayed there during five months. That plain has a flourishing,
endless and fertile lands. Suleiman khan (Sultan Suleiman
Ganuni -1520-1566-F.S.) and his commanders had stayed
there many times. ... Thanks to God we enjoyed the fresh
weather and beauties of this city (4, p. 10; 13, p. 231).

According to Evliya Chalabi s travel notes it is possible
to say that in the middle of the XVII century Garabaghlar
was one of the culture center of Nakhchivan region, in
general of Azerbaijan. During that perioed there were about
40 minarets, 10 thousand houses, forty-minaret mosques 70
sanctuaries, many caravanserais, baths and bazaaar. They
were increasing day by day (4, p. 10; 13, p. 231; 20, p. 113)
and all these are giving us information about the splendour
of the city in the Middle Ages. But it is a pity later on such
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splendour city fell into decay result of horrible and devastating
wars, impact of natural forces and also the other reasons.
The economy was suffered from these reasons, its culture,
also the historical-cultural monuments were destroyed. Only
twin minarets headspan and the tomb could reach to our
days.

“In Detailed Book of Nakhchivan sanjag” there are many
interesting information about Garabaghlar city which Evliya
Chalabi named it as a “greatest city”. After Ottomans
occupied some part of Azerbaijan also Nakchivan territory
for to administrate the region easily they had organized a
new administrative system in 1727th year and they were
named sanjag. “Nakhchivan sanjag” was one of such sanjags
which organized that period. The same time for the collection
of taxes in systematically the ottomans census all the people
more than 20 years old. These lists were noted into a special
notebooks according to the settlements. These notebooks
were named as “Detailed copybooks” or “Commentary
copybooks”.

From “The Detailed Book of Nakhchivan sanjag” which
compiled in 1727th year it is clear that Nakhchivan sanjag
was consist of 14 regions. Seventh of those regions were
include into “Garabaghlar region” and they were city in the
XVII century, but at the beginning of the XVIII century they
have get village status (9, p. 28, 142). During the composition
of the administrative division “Garabaghlar region” were
consist of 10 villages, 4 winter quarters and three slat mines
(9, p. 28, 142-153). The region was named suitable to the
name of Garabaghlar village and this fact informs that the
settlement had a great importance at that time.

Here it is appropriate to emphasize a point. In Evliya
Chlabi's travel notes during his long-term visit to Azerbaijan
in 1647 and in “The Detailed Book of Nakhchivan sanjag”
which compiled by ottomans in 1727th year the name of
Garabaghlar village was noted as Garabagh. But after about
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100 years of the compiling the “The Detailed Book of
Nakhchivan sanjag” Russian officer I.Shopen was in
Nakhchivan and he published a book in 1852 and in that
book the name of the village was noted as “Garabaghlar”.
According to I.Shopen's writings at that in general 71
moslem-turkish families were lived in the village. 197 of
themm were men and 164 of the were women (total 361
persons) (22, p. 611-614). I.Shopen writes about Garabaghlar:
“This village was surrounded with ruins. For example the
remnants of the dome and twin minarets proves that there
was a settlement in earlier years”. In his . traveller book
Morer notes that there are ruins and some columns (minaret,
tomb-F.S.) upper to Khok (22, p. 330).

Russian orientalist and diplomat N.V.Khanikov who
was in Nakhchivan in the middle of the XIX century has
given a short information about Garabaghlar village and its
monuments. He writes that in 6 km distance from the north
of Khok in not a such big village there is a mosque with the
remnants of kufi inscriptions on it. The architectural style
and the forms of the letters of inscriptions remembers the
mausoleum of Atabays. Probably these monuments have
been built at the end of the sixth century of Hijri (23, p. 73).

From the monuments which Evliya Chalabi dealt with
about them only a tomb and twin minarets headspan reached
to our days. Although the tomb and twin minarets which
were made with 12 halfcylindric projections stand against the
tests of the time also the impact of the natural forces have been
exposed to certain destruction. During passed period the
upper part oi the minarets had destroyed, majority of the in-
scriptions on it have crumbled. In 1927 M.Mirheydarzadeh,
scientific secretary of Nakhchivan “Investigation and Thoroughly
Research Societv” has written about the inscriptions of the
monuments mdudmg the Complex according the words of
the population of the village main part of the inscriptions of
the minarets were destroyed by russuan soldiers (8).
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It is necessary to note that when the minarets were built
there was inscription with kufi letters on the headspan. But
after a period the head of the minarets gradually became
corroded. Therefor the inscription of left minaret was com-
pletely destroyed, main part of the right minaret have crum-
bled too. Only some word reched to our days. In 1926 epi-
graph-scientist Isa Azimbekov (Maddah) was in scientific
trip in Nakhchivan also in Garabaghlar village with the
supporting of Azerbaijan “Investigation and Thoroughly
Research Society”. During to investigate the Tomb Complex
he saw the inscription and read it. According to the scientist's
mind the text of the inscription consist of the 18th verse of
the 72th surah of from the Holy Qurani-Karim which is
belong to mosque buildings (2, p. 572). According to the sci-
entist's mind this epitaph begins from the right-north in-
scription and ends to the left-south inscription (14, p. 306).

During the latest investigations the text of the inscription
has been restored on the basis of the words kept on the ros-
trum of the minarets. It is clear that during standing opposite
with the minarets on the upper part of the right side minaret
the 28th verse of the 22th surah (Al-Hajj) of Holy Gurani-
Karim, but on the upper part of the left side minaret the
29th verse of the same surah were written (2, p.334)

The remnants of the destroyed inscription is kept on the
headspan of twin minarets including to the complex. The
inscription was learnt by diferent researchers in different
period and they read it various. The first investigator of the
inscription M.Mirheydarzadeh read it “Amara binaaa hazil
imara” (8), on the 13th of May 1928 in the staff meeting of
Nakhchivan “Investigation and Thoroughly Research Society”
in his lecture he read it as “Rabbu hazihil imarati turkman
Gudi Khatin” (6, p. 67). The membership of the same Society
M.Rasizade read the inscription as “Rabbu hazal imarati
turkman Kevzi khatin” (10, p. 82). A.Alasgarzade read the
inscription on the headspan as folowing: “Jahan Gudi khatin
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ordered the building of this tomb” (15, p. 390). The name of
the remembered woman in the inscription was read by re-
searchers various. So I.Azimbekov read her name as Guzey
khatin (14, p. 306), M.Rasizade Kevzi khatin (10, p. 82),
A.Salamzade Qoday khatin (11, p. 42), A.Alasgarzade Gudi
khatin (15, p. 390), M.Nemat Gudi khatin (16, p.60).

According to Fazlullah Rashidadin's writings (the XIII-
XIV centuries) the name of one of wives of Hulaku khan the
establisher of Hulaku (Elkhanid) state was Gutuy khatin
(18, p. 16). Gutuy khatin had a great reputation in the palace.
With the helping of her talant and ability during the reign of
her little son Sultan Ahmad (1282-1284th years) she was
present in governing of the state (3, p.18; 18, p. 104). From
this facts it is clear that Gudi khatin who remembered in the
inscription is the same woman with which was remembered
in sources with the names of Guti and Gutuy.

All the architects who investigated the minarets notes
that the monument was built in the XII century (12, p. 40).
According to academician A.Salamzade and doctor on art
K.Mammadzade's thoughts the headspan joining these
minarets was built in the XIV century (12, p.140). Hulaku
khan's wife Gudi khatin's name in the inscription of the
headspan proves this fact. On the basis of this fact it is
possible to say that the building of the headspan joining the
minarets exposed to the I half of the XIV century senile age
of Gudi khatin.

The tomb include the Garabaghlar Architectural Complex
takes an important place among the architectural monuments
of Azerbaiiani and differ from them for its beauties.

The main distinguishing features of Garabaghlar tomb
from other memorial buildings is this it is consist of twelve
halfcylindric proiecticns, 10 meters in diameter and 16 meter
height. The composition feature of Garabaghiar tomb is its
being of 4 headspans. The headspans of the tomb being
arranged in north, south, east and west directions by geo-
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graphical aspect. But till nowadays it is not clear for science
for which purpose they were built. The researchers have
different thoughts about this fact. According to I.Sheblikin's
thoughts these headspans have been created in order to the
geographical points (21, p. 63).

Isa Azimbekov who investigated the tomb in 1926 writes
about the headspans: “the moslems believe that human was
created from four elements: 1. Water, 2. Fire, 3. Soil, 4. Wind.
On the honour of this the four headspan were built in the
tomb” (14, p. 305). The scientist continues his thoughts and
notes that according to some researchers these headspans
were built on the honour of four caliphs (Abubakr, Omar,
Osman, Ali) who was the leader of Caliphate after prophet
Mohammad (14, p. 305). Academician A.Salamzade and
doctor on art K.Mammadzade's think that the headspans
were directed to the points (12, p. 147).

While entering throw the North and South headspans
on the side walls of the enterance and surface of upper part
of the headspan an inscription designed with glazed and
turquoise bricks and repeatedly written “Ali” - who was the
first imam, then the fourth caliph.

During the building time there are many inscriptions
were written on the tomb include to the Garbaghlar Archi-
tectural Complex. But during passed period majority of
these inscriptions have been corrosion result of the impact
of natural forces and destroyed. The surface of the tomb
was covered with inscriptions were written kufi and naskh
lettering remembering geometric ornaments. All these in-
scriptions are the verses of Holy Guran or religious characterize
words. The inscriptions exist on the rostrum of the tomb
was covered with red and turquoise glazed bricks.

The context of the inscriptions consists of turquoise
glazed bricks arranged horizontally, unglazed red bricks
placed vertically and prepared by means of bricks and
repeatedly written in the rhombics “la-ilaha illallah
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Muhammadan Rasullah (There is no God but God and Mo-
hammad is his Rasul (envoy)!)”. But this one in a way
reminds the inscription with ornaments of Barda tomb about
1322.

Such inscriptions were written on the all four headspans.
The text of all these inscriptions consist of the last part of the
16th verse of the 50th surah of Holy Guran (1, p. 467). The
inscription sash on upper part of the tomb was written
Naskh lettering had been erosion and destroyed. But with
helping of some remnant words of inscription it was possible
to restore the text of it: the I-VI verses of the 67th (al-Mulk)
surah of Holy Guran were written in there (1, p. 561).

Except these inscriptions there were some other inscriptions
on the tomb. But it is pity majority of them have been
erosion or demolished intentionally. Nowadays it is impossible
to read them. Ph. Doctor on history S.Karimzade has been
determined according to the traces of inscription exist in
upper part of the south portal of the tomb the monument is
the work of Ahmad Ayyub oglu Hafiz Nakhchivani, great
figure of Nakhchivan architectural schooling, the archjtect
of the Barda tomb. The scientist writes about it: “The traces
of some writtings were exposed to the quadrangular exist
on the south portal of the tomb”. We read this text in these
traces “it is the work of Ahmad Ayyub oglu Hafiz
Nakhchivani”. We have read the words as “Ahmad” at the
beginning of the inscription and “Alhafiz” at the end of it
which have relatively clear traces and this fact proves that
the architect of Garabaghlar tomb is the architect Ayyub Al-
hafiz oglu Ahmad (7, p. 75). Also the scientist has compared
the monument with other architectural monuments of Azer-
baijan and got this result that it was built between the years
of 1332-1337 during the reign of Hulaku khan's son Abu
Said Bahadir (1316-1335) (7, p. 77). This fact was noted in
the IV volume of Azerbaijan Soviet Encyclopedia which
published in 1980 (3, p. 255).
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The information given in some sources affirms this
thought. In a source in Russian language belong to 1836 it is
noted that there was a inscription on the tomb which was
showed that it was built by Bahadir khan (17, p.337). So
after Nakhchivan was annexed to Russia in 1828 the researchers
and officials saw the inscription on the tomb which was in-
formed about its building history. We read from the source:
“Presumably, Garabaghlar was a city in some period of the
history. There is a nice tower consisting of 15 (12- E.S.)
columns (halfcylindrics — F.S.) designed with turquoise
glazed bricks. Some verses from Holy Guran written with
colourtul letters was built by Bahadir khan on the headspan
of the tower when the region was under the authority of
Turkey (the information is wrong. Because at that time the
region was under reign of Hulaku state-F.S.). Presumably,
there is door which has a high minarets and serving the
mosque near by the tower” (17, s. 337).

Bahadir khan whose named was noted in the source is
Abu Said Bahadir khan who was the reign of Hulaku state
during 1316-1335th years. There is another mistake in the
information of the source. To our mind the monument didn 't
build by Abu Said Bahadir khan but it was built during his
reign. But it is pity during passed period this inscription
went under and didn 't reach to our days. According to in-
formation of the source we can say that there was a mosque
in this architectural complex. Russian scientist V.M.Sisoyev s
information about the Tomb Complex affirms this fact. The
scientist writes that when we investigated the complex some
people from that village as the director of secondary school
Abutalib Alitkhanbayov and the sheikh of the village Sheikhali
Gurbanzade helped us.... The old people said that the place
between the tomb and minarets was considered sacred place
and was named as Jame mosque (19, p. 113).

The architectural feature of the tomb, the writing technique
and similarity of the inscriptions etc. prove that really the
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monument was constructed by Ahmad Nakhchivani, the ar-
chitect of the Barda tomb in the I half of the XIV century. Ac-
cording to its excellent architectural features, splendor and
other features its is possible to say that Garabaghlar tomb
was built after 1322 year when the building of Barda tomb
has finished. In the maturity periods of architect’s age and
profession, the tomb was constructed in the 30th years of

the XIV century.

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THE HISTORICAL MONUMENTS AROUND
THE GARABAGHLAR TOMB

Galajig settlement is a monument belong to Bronze and
Early Iron Ages. The settlement is situated on the hill
consisting of some terraces in the NE of the Garabaghlar vil-
lage. Its territory is about 30 ha. It was surrounded with
corn-fields on either side. The river Asni divides the settlement
into two parts. There are many water resources in by the
settlement. Naringala is situated in the center of the settlement.
The fortress walls were built of big sized stone with any
other strengthening solution. The buildings built around
the Naringala fortress are surrounded with walls which
were built of big sized stones. Either Naringala or its around
there are the remnants of squareshaped and ovalformed
buildings. The main entrance of the fortress was built among
the rocks from the South direction. On the left side of the en-
trance there were pictographic descriptions were engraved
on rocks consisting of curve and crossed lines. But as the
rocks destroyed it was impossible to determine its composition
completely.

Cultural layer consist of ash mixed ground layers and
rich with ceramic labour tools, remains of the buildings, os-
tological materials etc. material-cultural examples. Cultural
layer remained 1-1,5 m in thickness depend on the relief of
the ground. In the settlement the cultural layer of Late
Bronze and Early Iran Ages remained more well. Archaeo-
logical materials mainly consist of burnt pink and grey
colour clay products, labour tools and iron things. Mono-
chrome painted pottery consist of some part of pink colour
clay products.

They were covered with red paint and polished and
desinged with black colour. Some part of such ceramics
consist of simple pitchers.
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Great part of the clay products consist of pieces of
perfectly burnt grey and brown colour clay tablewares. Pre-
pared with fine sand mixture and burnt well. Such typed ce-
ramics consist of pieces of pitcher, bowl, teaport type table-
wares and designed geometrical ornaments. Surface of some
pitchers covered with triangles with stamping method.

The clay products discovered from Galajig settlement
are characteristic with the monuments of Bronze and Iron
Ages of Nakhchivan.

Three bronze things discovered by accident from settle-
ment are especially interesting. They are truncated triangle
form and made with cast method. Their surface desinged
with geometrical ornaments and there is a plant description
on the surface of other one. According to the investigators
mind these things were used as a trade.

Labour tools consist of grain stones, grater, chisel and
mace. Different signs on them show that they were used for
a long time. The researches show that perfect natural geo-
eraphical condition of the territory where the Galajig
settlement is situated was attracted the attention of people
from ancient ages and the territory was inhabited. Strong
fortress walls built around the settlement at the end of the II
millennium and the beginning of the I millennium B.C. In
general it is possible to say that the settlement is belong to
the III-I millennium B.C.

Garabaghlar necropolis I is situated to the north from
Galajig settlement. Barrow typed grave monuments are charac-
teristic. Around of some barrows were surrounded with chrom-
lechs. Under barrows graves mainly consist of stone boxes, rec-
tangular and covered with stones of the same form. During in-
vestigations remnants of a human skeleton were not met.

As a result of investigation works in the necropolis
pieces of clay tableware burnt in pink and grey colour made
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of bronze were discovered. Pottery products prepared with
fine sand mixed and burnt well with grey colour. The
tableware consist of the various pieces of bowl, pitcher,
teaport and others. Some part of discovered archaeological
materials made of bronze. They consist of weapons and dec-
orative things.

The graves without skeleton observed in Nakhchivan
and Shahtakhti territories. The investigation shows that such
necropolis are characteristic for Middle and Late Bronze
Ages. Thus Garabaghlar necropolis I is belong to the IlI-I
millennium B.C.

Garabaghlar necropolis II is situated to the south from
Galajig settlement. Stone box typed and land graves are
characteristic. Differ from the I necropolis during investigation
remnants of a human skeleton were met here. During inves-
tigations in the necropolis clay tableware and bronze things
characteristic to Late Bronze and Early Iron Ages were dis-
covered. Clay products mainly consist of pitcher, bowl,
teaport typed tableware. They prepared from fine sand mixed
and burnt well with grey colour. In the composition of the
clay of some tableware have coarse sand mixed. Surface of
some tableware perfectly polished and designed longish sec-
tions and stamping ornaments. Connelyur ornament tableware
are met among the clay tableware. The bronze things consist
of bracelet, ring, pin and necklace. Some part of them prepared
cogged very neatly attracts attention. Among the discoveries
there exist a bronze pin completed with ram head and a
bracelet completed with snake head in point upper parts.
The materials discovered from Garabaghlar necropolis 1l are
characteristic for the end of the II millennium and the first
half of the I millennium B.C.

Damlama settlement is poly layer and rich with
different materials of beginning from Eneolit till Iron Ages.
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The settlement is situated in the south-west from Garabagh-
lar village. The plan of the settlement had been prepared
result of M.M.Seyidov's investigations and overgroung
materials had been gathered. Overground discoveries
consist of remnants of pieces of clay tableware. During
M.M.Seyidov s investigations the remnants of slag were
discovered. Cultural layer is rich with the remnants of
material-cultural which consist of land mixed humus
layers. The most ancient discoveries among the overground
materials are belong to Eneolit time. They prepared rudely
from chaff mixed clay and burnt worse. Some part of
these discoveries consist of pieces of clay tableware and
arrow heads belong to Early Iron Ages. On the basis of
discovered findings it it possible to belong the settlement
to the IV-I millennium B.C.

Bazakli fortress Il is situated near by Garabaghlar village.
The fortress is situated on the mountain naturally to defended
and strategically suitable. The area the fortress is situated
has been surrounded with natural rocks from the west and
north sides. On the east and south sides defended weakly, a
thick wall of stone was built. Only the remnants of the walls
1s kept. The area on the rock to the north end of the fortress
played the role of Naringala. The remnants of square formed
houses are seen here. The investigations show that the
houses inside the fortress were built joining the main defence
wall. During investigation ceramic samples of pinky and
grey colour about the Bronze Age were discovered. Some of
pinky ceramic samples were decorated with black colour.
This type of ceramics are characteristic to the Bronze Age of
Nakhchivan. The monument may be related to III-II millen-
nium B.C.

Garabaghlar settlement. Belong to Middle Ages. Nowa-
days the settlement remained under modern constructions
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of Garabaghlar village. There exist information in the sources
that in the Middle Ages Garabaghlar was a city typed settle-
ment. Nowadays there exist the remnants of twin minarets
and a tomb in the settlement. The investigations proves that
the architectural complex have been built in the XII-XIV
centuries. There was inscription on the tomb which was
showed that the tomb had been constructed by Ahmad
Ayyub oglu, but it was not kept now. It is supposed that the
tomb have been built on the honour of Hulaku's khan's
wife Gutuy khatun. Clay products, especially construction
ceramics were discovered as a result of exploration investi-
gations held in the settlement about the Middle Ages
remained under modern constructions of the village.

In the Middle Ages Garabaghlar was a big trade and
craftsmanship center, also sometimes the city played an ad-
ministrative center role. There is no exact information about
the forming of the city. Its development period is belong to
the IX-XVII centuries.

Garabaghlar settlement is situated on the mountain
surrounded with precipitous cliffs on three sides from north,
south and west. From the East direction the settlement is
surrounded with defence wall built of bif stones. The wall of
the fortress enforced by rectangular form construction. The
living houses built joining the wall of the fortress is rectangular
form. The entrance is in the east direction.

Bazakli necropolis is situated on a longish hill to the
Fast from Garabaghlar village at Bazakli spring. The necropolis
consist of barrows situated at a certain distance from one
another. The little hill shaped barrows are 1,5 m size in
height, 4 m in diameter. Around some of which was sur-
rounded with ceomlech in the center of the necropolis is
seen. According to types of the grave the Bazakli necropolis
may be related to III-II millennium B.C.
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Bazakli fortress I is situated to the north from Bazakli
kyarizes, on the longish hill. Naringala is situated in the
center of the monument. The monument is triangle formed.
[t was surrounded with the walls built of big rock pieces. In
some places the wall remnants were kept in size 1 m height.
Size walls were built of big stones and inside of which was
filled with little sized rock pieces. From the south the fortress
was surrounded with double walls. The territory is 1125m?.
The fortress was situated on the way to the village said to be
avaible for its strategic importance. The structure and con-
struction technology of the monument are charasteristic for
monuments of the Early Iron Age. According to the con-
struction technology the monument may be related to I mil-
lennium B.C.

Garavuldash settlement is situated to the north west of
Garabaghlar village on a high hill. The settlement is sur-
rounded with high rocks from all sides. It is possible to
climb up to the fortress belong to the sixteenth-seventeenth
centuries only a narrow portage situated to the west side of
the settlement. The remnants of stone buildings remains in
the entarance and center of the fortress. The fortress was
used a temporal defense station. Among the people the
monument is named Garavuldash trench. During the inves-
tigations it was determined that the cultural layer do not re-
main in the monument. The overground materials consist of
red painted ceramics belong to Late Middle Ages.

Garavuldash cave is situsted to the north west from
Garabaghlar village near the entarance of Garavuldash set-
tlement. It is consist of oval form natural cave. It is possible
to get down to the cave from a narrow path dug on the rock.
The cave was used as shelter. During the investigations the

archaeological materials were not met. The cave related to
XVI-XVIII centuries.
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The village settlement is situated in the valley surrounded
with mountains to the north of Garabaghlar village. The
remnants of stone houses and public buildings remain in
the settlement. The houses are rectangular form. Some
houses were built on the polished terrace in the slope of the
hill. During the investigations the remnants of rectangular
form buildings discovered on the hill situated near the set-
tlement. The archaeological materials discovered from village
settlement mainly consist of ceramics products. The ceramics
products consist of the pieces of glazed or non glazed pottery
belong to Middle Ages. According to the discovered ar-
chaeological materials it is possible to say that the settlement
related to XIV-XVIII centuries.

Gulalitapa is situated on Nakhchivan-Sharur between
Givrag and Yurdchu villages. It was spread from general
system of Givrag plateau and situated on a hill which sur-
rounded plain fields. The hill is conicshaped form. At present
there are two canals in the south west and north west sides
of the hill. During the investigation no seen cultural layer.
There exist some thoughts among the investigators that Gu-
lalitapa is a barrow. But among the overground materials
there are some ceramic tableware belong to different ages
and they show that Gulalitapa was used as a seasonal settle-
ment. The overground discoveries consist of the pieces of
ceramic tableware and labour tools. It is possible to divide
these discoveries into four period by chronological aspect.
The ceramic products belong to the first period to Early
Bronze Age.

The painted and simple tableware are belong to the
second period for Middle Bronze Age. They were prepared
fine sand mixed and burnt pink colour. Some of them were
covered with red colour and polished, designed with black
painted wide lines.
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TI'he ceramic tableware belong to the third period to de-
veloped Iron Age.

The pieces of ceramic tableware belong to the fourth
period to Classical and Middle Ages. They were prepared
fine sand mixed and perfect burnt pink colour.

The analyses of material-cultural pieces discovered from
Gulalitapa give opportunity to say that the monument
related to III-I millennium B.C.

Babatapa settlement. The monument of Early Iron Age.
It was registered in 1983. It is situated 1 km distance from
Yurdchu village on high hill and joining with general
mountain chain by north side and south west and south east
it 1s limited with valley. Its territory is 0,5 ha. The least
cultural layer is remained. As a result of weathering the
over-layer of the cultural layer was completely destroyed
and material cultural remnants were thrown about. Over-
ground materials consist of the pieces of clay tableware
samples, grain grind stone, stone mace, hoe and other labour
tools. The ceramics of Babatapa settlement consist of jug
and bowl typed tableware and burnt pink and grey colour.
The pink colour clay product prepared fine sand mixed and
burnt perfectly. The grey colour clay product prepared fine
sand mixed clay and burnt not so perfectly. Grey spot re-
mained on the surface of the tableware. Majority of the grey
colour clay products consist of the pieces of bowl typed
tableware. There is a stone hoe among the stone tools. It is in
triangle form. The efficient part of them used for a long
period and polished. The material cultural examples of Ba-
batapa characteristic for the culture of Early Iran Age of
Azerbaijan. -

Yurdchu necropolis. The monument of the Bronze and
Iron Ages. Its territory is 3 ha. During the construction of
water reservoir in necropolis in 1983 some stone box graves
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were destroyed and remnants of rich material-cultural were
discovered. The stone boxes were covered with stones and
land mixed barrows. Diameter of barrows is 4-8 m, height
0,2-0,5 m. Some of stone boxes are in west east direction the
others are in north south direction. They were covered with
big stone plates from both sides, head and foot. As a result
of weathering the land cover of some graves destroyed and
its stone plates appeared. The materials of destroyed graves
consist of painted pitcher, bowl, clay tableware of kettle
typed, bronze arrow point and decorative things. Among
the discoveries the painted pitcher prepared very mastery.
Its mouth bent toward outside and round off. Its neck is
short and cylindric, corpus is bulge. Its surface covered with
red colour, upper part of the red surface designed with
black colour stroke triangles. Majority of discovered materials
consist of clay products. The pottery product prepared from
fine sand mixed and burnt grey colour perfectly. Their
surfaces designed with wavy, straight lines joining with
stroke triangles. There are earlap formed points on the
round of the mouth of kettle or bowl typed tableware and
there are mushroom shaped points on the upper part of the
corpus of some pitcher.

The clay tableware discovered from Yurdchu necropolis
have suitable features among the ceramic products of
Nakhchivan monuments. These ceramics mainly characteristic
for the Late Bronze and Early Iron Ages. According to the
analyses of archaeological materials it is possible to say that
Yurdchu necropolis related to 2100-1000 years B.C.

Yurdchu vault is belong to developed Iron Age. The
vault was'discovered by chance during the construction
works in 1985. It is situated on a low hill to the west of
Yurdchu village. It was squareformed and directed to north

south. It was built of big raft stones.
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There are two squareformed niches in each East and West
walls. And there is a niche on the north wall. The entarance of
vault is situated to the south side. Its height is 1,1 m, width
0,6 m. Entrance path was covered with one stone plate outside.
The surface of the vault was covered with two-ton weight
stone plate. Lenght of the vault is 3 m, width 1,6 m, height 1,8
m. The remnants of skeleton in the vault didn't register in
time and destroyed. The vault equipments mainly consist of
weapons, decorative things and ceramics.

Ceramic products consist of five pitchers and one bowl.
One the pitcher is pink colour and the three of them are
erey colour and burnt perfectly. The fifth pitcher consist of
two parts and both of its surfaces are glazed. Its outside
surface divided into three coloured blue, white and brown
strips. A sharp point triangles painted on blue strip. The tri-
angles are full of white or brown colours. After desinged the
surface of tableware it was covered with unglazed. In Azer-
baijan such tableware are known from Khojali barrows, also
pashatapa and II Kultapa. Decorative things consist of ring,
ear-ring, bracelets, pin, scale, hook made from bronze or
silver, beads prepared from different materials. They were
prepared very excellent mastery. The equipments of the
vault have many similarity among the monuments of Iron
Ages of Azerbaijan and Nearest East. But clay tableware
discovered from vault characteristic for the decorative things
of Iron Ages of Azerbaijan.

This monument is only vault discovered in the territory
of Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic. The discovered clay
products and decorative things is characteristic for the VIII-
VII centuries B.C Accoding to investigations it is possible to
say that the vault was belong to a tribe leadex.

Yurdchu barrows. The archeological monument belonging
to the Classical Age in the west of the Yurdchu village of
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Kangarli region on the top of a longish hill a bit higher.
Majority of the barrows were destroyed in 1985 because of
water reserviour construction, only the vault of the monument
remained. The barrows consist of stone mixed land hills
and their height from ground are 0,1-1,5 m. The diameter of
the barrows is 3-5 m. 17 grave monument investigated in
the necropolis. Graves are wellformed round and covered
with a thick ash layer. The material-cultural examples dis-
covered from Yurdchu barrows consist of pink and grey
burnt tableware and glass products. Among the clay products
pitcher typed tableware and lamps especially attracts attention.

The investiagtions give opportunity to determine the fu-
neral traditions of Yurdchu barrows. The dead man fired
outside and after executed some traditions land mixed ash
pour into the grave. Discovering clay tableware and decorative
things from the graves show that during funeral process
some traditions were executed.

The archaeological materials discovered from Yurdchu
barrows are related to the I century B.C. and the I-III cen-
turies.

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THE ETHNOGRAPHIC MATERIALS AROUND OF THE
GARABAGHLAR TOMB

Garabaghlar in people's memory. Garabaghlar village
has a favorable geographical conditions. It is one of the
most ancient and greatest settlements situated in the south
slope of Garavush mountain which is included Daralayaz
mountain chain of The Lesser Caucasus mountains. Beginning
from the ancient time historical Oghuz tribes had inhabited
here. The favorable geographical conditions and strategic
position of Garabaghlar have been attracted the attention of
ancient people and they inhabited here. According to the
sources it is possible to say that here was one of the center of
ancient culture of Oghuz turks also the inhabited place of
Azerbaijan turks in earlier history.

Ancient turkish speaking oghuz tribes were lived in the
village of Garabaghlar. Those tribes are following Baydillilar
(they are the aboriginal people of ancient Galajig),
Turabkhanlilar (Turkhanlilar), Suleymanlilar, Jighallilar,
Aghahasanlilar, Alamadatlilar, Safarlilar, Hajibakhshalilar,
Halabakhlilar and Dashmahallali (this tribe has inhabited
these lands next years). Baydillilar also named babishlilar.
According to Zulfiyya Ismayil s information there exist some
quarter names connected with this tribe. Each tribe had its
own quarter. The same time there upper and follow quarter
according to their georaphical condition. In Addition it is
possible to say that each tribe has its own cemetery. There 7
cemeteries in the village of Garabaghlar. There three vault
typed “imamzaceh” complex in “Ojag dibi” named cemetery.
Among the people this place is named Ganimat ojaghi.
During holidays especially in Novruz the people visit that
sacred place. In addition there is a well-known pilgrimage
by name Asni sacred place in the village.

Except Ovliya Chalabi's “Sayahatname” (“Travel book”)
belong to XVII century and in “The detailed book of
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Nakhchivan sanjag” there is no any other ethnographic in-
vestigation of the region. One of the interesting condition for
us is Ovliya Chalabi's information connected with Garabaghlar
- village in his “Sayahatnama”. The author describes Garabaghlar
one of the prominent city and cultural center of that time as
following: “This city was established by Manuchohr. The
city 1s very ancient. At present it is a separate sultanate in
Nakhchivan. During the reign of Sultan Mehmet the III Ot-
tomans lost the city and it became under the rule of persian.
During five years Amir Teymur was in winter quarters in
this village with a his great troop. The city is very flourishing.
There is a big plain around of the city. Our servants had
counted about 40 minarets in the city. Thanks to God the
fresh air and nature of city has influence to our spirit well.
They said that there are about 10 000 houses with many
gardens and vineyards, 70 alter and 40 mosques with minarets
in this city. The caravanserais, baths and bazaar are more
here. They continue to increase. Here is the country of
affluence. During we were walking in the city a gardener by
name Yazdangulu brought us 26 kind of pears. During eating
them you can feel ice-cream tasty into your mouth. The
- ruby-coloured pomegranate ripen here. The pilaf and hara
which cooked from Revan rice are very delicious. The cooks
are very tidy and all of them are moslem. In general there is
no any greeks and armenian among the merchants and p0p—

ulation of the village. They came her only for trade” (2, p
11).

From the describtion it is clear that there are many
beautiful houses, gardens and rich kitchen of the city. All
the cooks are tidy and moslem. Yes at that period Garabaghlar
was one of the main trade center situated on the Great Silk
Way. The same time a fact attracts our attention. It is a pity
about 70 years later from the information given in “The
detailed book of Nakhchiavn sanjag” it seems that the tax
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oiven by the population of Garabaghlar are less than other
neighbour villages.

From the information it seems that the nahiya and village
which are submitted as Garabagh is belong to Garabaghlar.

For comparison we can say that these numbers in Jahri
village is total. 52.456 (aghcha), in Nehram village: 35.141
(aghcha), in Garachug village include this nahiya: 10.119
(aghcha). It is possible to increas these numerals. It is very
interesting for us later 70 year from Chalabi's information
how Garabaghlar city cbecame such worse condition. But
from V.Gribodeyov s information it is clear that Garabaghlar
was suffer from thirst and the tillage coudn't develope
enough in the village. This situation was continued later
years too. From the results of the registering of the population
of the village on 14-17 May 1886 year it is clear that 189
families of 192 houses of Garabaghlar consist of shiah moslem
tatars (Azerbaijan turks-H.G., A.O.). (the composition of the
population is as following: 587 men and 458 women, total
1.045 person). From V.Ggigoriyev s information it is clear
that about 80 kangarli families had lived there (5, p. 150-
151). According to the numbers it is possible to say that in
Chalabi s time the city had 10000houses and its population
were 50000 but next 80 years it has destroyed.

As the village was situated on the foot of mountains, its
fresh weather proves that there exist widely opportunities
for the development of the different fields of the economy.
On the basis of gathered ethnographic materials, historical
sources, statistic information it is possible to say that both of

e




the economy cattle-breeding and tillage, also crattsmanship
had developed here in ancient time.

From the beginning of the middle of the XX century
mining and stone processing began in the village. Production
of grain, tabocco-growing, cotton- growing and melon and
gourd growing included into the tillage economy. Nowadays
there is no cotton-growing and tabocco-growing in the
village. But grain-growing is the main economical field of
the employment of the population.

There two kind of tillage form: spring sowing and
autumn sowing. In earlier time the grain was mowing with
sickle or marandi in bafa form. 4 or 5 bafa consist of one has-
sock. 15 or 20 hassock were named panja. After harvesting
the grain was carried to threshing-floor with horse, ass or
oxen. Kharmanlar place name proves this fact.

The private farms were cultivating ruddy onion and the
onion was famous as “Garabaghlar sogani” (the onion of
Garabaghlar). We must note this fact that the village is famous
for its onion. These onion is not so big but it is very red, bitter
and watery. These men who has no about 20-30 onion beds in
his yard is not adopted well among the population. The people
have to plant the onion till karnabid (among the people sharn-
abid) (till the 15th of April). After planting the gardeners have
to hack the onion beds. After planting the beds must be water
many times. The first water is named “land”, the II is “lalov”,
the Il is “doghanag”. The onion hollow on the 15-20 September,
the head part must be cut and then it must be drain. We want
to give information about horticulture farm. Ovliya Chalabi
the turkish traveller of Middle Ages notes there are many fruit
trees in here. He writes: “During we were walking in the
garden with ambassador a gardener by name Yazdangulu
brought us 26 kind of pears. The man who eats “Malachi”,
“Abbasi”, “Ordubadi” named pears feels rose juice tast into
his mouth. Garabaghlar has ruby-coloured pomegranate. They
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said that the gardens and vineyards are more in this country.
Here is a opulence country” (2, p. 11).

The cattle-breeding plays an important role inthe economic
life of population. The sheep breeding developed here na d
here exist pasture and winter quarter cattle breeding. The
sheep flock was brought to Salman's lake named area. 20
days befor summer, among the people “Ulkar digandan
sonra (After Ulkar star born)” the flock were taking to the
pasture. Firstly the oldest and experience men was going to
the pasture and checked the condition of the cattle range.
The ways to pasture was passing from the round of Salman
lake, Chalkhangala, Lizbirt stubble, Chani river, Moylu
valley, Garmachatag, Sari bulag.

According to gathered materials we can say that in the
XIX century and the beginning of the XX century the main
settlements of Garabaghlar were the historical turkish lands
as Alalyaz, Ayrija, Salim's pass, Agh Mangal and round of
the Tona river. The same time the people were going to the
pastures of Kechaldagh, Gabirli, Yazi yurdu, Matam aghaji,
Hasarli pastures of Shahbuz region. At present main pastures
of Garabaghlar is situated in the territories of Ganligol and
Kechaldagh. The settlements as Baydili, Almardli, Guney,
Gulu, Yurgunlug were the pastures. When the weather be-
comes cold they were moving from pasture to lowland.
When they were moving to lowland they had to prepare
curd, butter and dastana (a kind of local cake) for their
relatives. After moving to lowland they were going to winter
quarters. “Qazma” and “Damlama” were the winter quarters
of Garabaghlar population.

On March they were going to lambing places as Mam-
madali golu, Iydali, Qazma iydali, Zal aghili, Yanig and
Shapar. The Garabaghlian usually passing the lambing
month in lambing places. Especially Mazikh (golden sheep)
and balbas sheep sorts were kept in sheep breedings. We
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must also give information about camel breeding. Less camel
were kept in the region. The camel was used for to carry
luggage during moving time or trade.

According to the gathered materials we could determine
27 kyarizes and some lakes. The kyarizes: Mashadi Ibrahim,
Kalba Gasim, Suleyman lake, Agha lake, Kalba Faraj lake,
Mammad Hasan lake, Tahar lake, Abidin, Bostanlar, Mashadi
Alakbar, Hajinajafgulu, Guchuagha, Dolayi bulag, Uch goza,
Agha bulaghi, Bazakli, Khudabakhish and etc. the tunnel of
these kyarizes are very short. Some of kyarizes have a big
water resource and it gives opportunity for to water the
great crops (3, p. 86).

The different fields of craftsmanship also developed in
the village.

Nowadays there two mosques in the village. One of
them was built 109 years ago by Mahammad agha Sayyid
Yugub oglu who came from the pedigree of Imam Musa
Kazim (1, p. 68).

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INVESTIGATION OF ARCHITECTURAL FORM AND
BUILDING HISTORY OF GARABAGHLAR TOMB

Building history of tomb. Beginning of the XIII centure
result of the Mongol conquests there happened many de-
structions in Iran in special in Azerbaijan. After the Elkhanids
came to reign the ecomony and culture of the country began
to revive. In 1295 Argun oglu Gazan khan came to throne
and during his reign the architecture works were intensified
more.

The forming period of towershaped tombs was in the
XI-XII century including the borders of Seljuglu empire (1,
p. 83). Their form, construction and compositions had been
improved, at the end of the XIII century they had got a new
form during the reign of Elkhanid

At the end of the XIII century Elkhanid ruler Gazan
khan in Tabriz, his brother and heir Oljaytu Mahammad
Khudabanda (1304-1316) in Sultaniyya had been erected
tombs for themselves during their reign.

Garbaghlar tomb takes a special place among the memorial
tombs belong to Elkhanids period in Azerbaijan. Garbaghlar
tomb had been built on the honour of Gudi khatin the wife
of Hulaku khan, during the reign of Abu Said (1316-1335)
Elkahanid ruler Gazan khan's brother Oljaytu khan's son.
Thus Garabaghlar tomb situated in Garabaghlar village of
Kangarli region of Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic had
been built during the reign of Abu Said who came from
Chingiz khan's tribe and it is exposed to the first half of the
XIV century.

Investigation of the architectural construction of the
tomb. In the plan the tomb is in right dihexagonal form and
consist of two-storeyed cell. The upper cylindric trunk of
the tomb has an organic connection with wall construction.
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Outside halfcylindric trunk has done in column form. In the
plan the density of the wall construction consisting half-
cylindric columns which have done in right dihexagonal is
1,25 meter, the radius of halfcylindric columns is 0,5 meter.
The graphic analysis of space form of tomb is based a right
hexagonal and the symmetry system formed from this source
(3, p- 50: 4, p. 91-92). The graphic analysis of the truncated of
the tomb gives opportunity to define the plan of the under-
ground vault and overground cell parts (5, p. 409-410). The
domes of underground vault part and overground cell part
consist of elliptic archshaped obliquities. Inside part of the
overground cell has done in niches forms. From upper part
the niches are completed with rafter arch obliquities.

Investigation of the designs on the surface of the tomb.
As the other architectural monuments of Middle Ages
moslem East the surface of Garbaghlar tomb is covered with
compact design elements. It is possible to divide the designs
exist on the monuments of Middle Ages moslem East in
three groups:

1. The designs forming from the stylized plants and living
Oorganisms |

2. The designs forming from the geometric figures which
consist of none-semantics ornament elements.

3. The geometric ornaments made from Arabian letters (8,
p. 33).

The designs forming from the geometric figures which
consist of none-semantics ornament elements. On this aspect
the investigation of two geometric ornaments forming from
the geometric figures which consist of none-semantics design
elements is interesting. At present there is no need to explain
the importance of the graphic analysis of such designs.

The graphic analysis of the 1st ornament. When we
pay attention to the geometric designs we can easly see the
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center of main figures also the dihexagonal stars situated on
the top of the hexagonal and among them nine angles stars
(5, p- 417).

By theoretical aspect among the polygons there is no
any way to construct nine angles with the helping of
compasses and ruler. For this reason among the moslem ar-
chitecture of the Middle Ages especially during Saljug period
we never met with nine angles geometric ornaments. This
geometric designs exist on the surface of Garabaghlar tomb
are new and they show the new development stage of the
design theory. The nine angles showed themselves as the
function of dihexagonal. Thus it is clear us which symmetry
system we have to use for to construct this geometric de-
S1gNS:

- In the first stage hexagonal draw into the circle.

- In the second stage straight hexagonal drew into the
circle form the cell system. Thus 3 numbers of dihexagonal
system appear in the circle. When we want to get the radius
of the dihexagonal the main figure of the cell we have to join
all the tops of the dihexagonal with lines from its center.
Result a new dihexagonal system appear in the ornamental
cell and it is determine the dihexagonal stars.

- In the third stage we began to construct the nine angles
and dihexagonal star figures which their radius and center
has already known.

-In the fourth stage the geometric design determined by
nine angles and dihexagonal star figures in hexagonal cell.

-In the fifth stage we can completely cover the surface of
composition of geometric ornaments without using any
lines in hexagonal ray cell. It is known that it is possible to
cover any flatness with hexagonal system. Covering of the
ornamental flatness with geometric designs is showed in
the picture.
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The investigated symmetry of geometric design is deter-
mine with hexagonal and symmetry system formed from
this source.

Result the symmetry of this system is determined with
rational 1, 2 and irrational numbers. During the investigation
we must especially note double heksaqginal system. Such
system is formed with two hexagonal which trend each
other /6 corner and reflects all itheir specific features.

The graphic analysis of the 2nd ornament (5, p. 412).
When we observe the structure of this ornament we see that
its main figure consist of octagonals. Then its graphic analyses
must be based quadrate and geometric symmetry formed
from this sources (6, p. 7-9). The graphic analyses of con-
struction of this ornament has showed in the picture.

About the geometric ornaments of the tomb formed
from Arabian alphabet.

During the comparative investigation of architectural
decoration of Saljugs and Elkhanids we see that during
Saljugs period geometric figures were used as design element
but during the reign of Elkhanids geometric ornaments
mainly constructed with Arabic alphabet. This principle
showed itself clearly on Garabaghlar tomb.

We can clearly see such elements on Oljaytu tomb con-
structed during the reign of Elkhanids in Sultaniyya, on the
pyramid dome of Suhraverdi sheykh Adussamad s (he dead
in 1299) tomb one of the prominent person of his period
built in Natadz in Middle Iran in the year of 1307, on the
cylindric surface of Barda tomb (1322) and the upper half-
clyndric rostrum of Imamzada tomb built in Nakhchivan at
the beginning of the XVIII century. This fact proves that this
ornament began to use from Elkhanids reign. Prevalence of
designs including to the 3rd group in the architectural deco-
ration of Garabaghlar tomb is characteristic by this aspect.
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The halfclyndric surface of the tomb divided into symmetric
quadrates which consists 45° with horizon. Application of
this principle to the architectural form of the tomb “Gives
dynamism to ornamental surface” (3, p. 152). The size of
the bricks which formed the geometric ornaments from
Arabic alphabet are 14 x 14 x 5 vo 14,5 x 14,5 x 5 cm. The
surface of the halfclyndrics which consist of the rostrum of
the tomb of Garabaghlar completely covered with such de-
signs (6, p. 31). It is possible to read the design compositions
constructed with full glazed bricks in picture 11 as following:
“There is no God but God and Mohammad is his Rasul
(envoy)!” (7, p. 51).

Our investigations show that Garabaghlar tomb has
built in the middle of the first part of the XIV centure. The
size and space structure of the tomb are (the plans of under-
eround and overground parts, the slit of the tomb) based
hexagonal and the symmetry system formed from this source.

The geometric structure of the design compositions
which consist of the surface decoration of the tomb is the
general form of the structure of geometric designs exist in
the architectural monuments belong to Elkhanids reign. The
surface decoration of the tomb familiar to the architectural
principle belong to Elkhanids period. The geometric designs
constructed by arabic alphabet are pervalence. The geometric
designs belong to Saljugs period onle showed themselves in
the niches of the tomb.

The graphic analyses of these ornaments prove that
one of their structure is based to based hexagonal and the
symmetry system formed from this source principle, the
other one is based to quadrat and the symmetry system
formed from this source principle.

As one of the tower shaped tombs of the XII-XIV centuries
Garabaghlar tomb attracts attention for its aesthetic beauty
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and the tomb was formed from the synthesis of general sci-
entific- philosophical knowledge. Garabaghlar tomb also
reflects statuesque -heroism spirit of architecture of its
period, its mighty symbolism, the opportunities of various
compositions and deep national background of our nation
as exist in Gulustan tomb.
